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OPENI NG STATEMENT OF HON. JACK REED, U.S. SENATOR
FROM RHODE | SLAND

Chairman Reed: The commttee will cone to order.
Good norning. The commttee neets to receive testinony on
the President's budget request for the Departnent of
Def ense for Fiscal Year 2025.

Wtnesses this norning are Secretary of Defense Ll oyd
Austin, Under Secretary of Defense Conptroller, Mke
McCord, and Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, General
C.Q Brown, Jr.. | would like to take a noment to
recogni ze that this is General Brown's first posture
heari ng before the commttee as Chairman of the Joint
Chi ef s.

We are grateful for our witnesses, for their service,
and for their testinony today. This is a critical nonent
for our National Security. There is broad consensus anong
Congress, the Wite House, and the Departnent of Defense
about the threats we face.

We know that China seeks to challenge the security and
econom c interests of the United States and our allies, and
that it increasingly has the ability to do so. W know
that Viadimr Putin is conmtted to recreating a vision of
the old Soviet enpire, and that his war against Ukraine is
one step toward that vision.

And we know that Iran is seeking to exploit the war
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bet ween | srael and Hamas, and expel the United States from
the region, and further sabotage the free world rule in the
Mddle East. It is worth noting that each of these threats
| just nmentioned can be addressed through the Nati onal
Security supplenental that the Senate passed nearly two
nont hs ago.

The bill would support Wkraine, Israel, and Tai wan,
provide humanitarian relief in Gaza, and replenish the U S
defense industrial base. Indeed, the dire humanitarian
crisis in Gaza and the separate fight for freedomin
Ukr ai ne demand our i medi ate attention.

The nost inportant step Congress can take right nowis
to pass this legislation, and | urge the House to vote on
it. Last nmonth, President Biden released his Fiscal Year
2025 budget request for the Departnent of Defense with a
top Iine of $850 billion.

| understand that this budget is bel ow what the
Departnment had planned for Fiscal Year 2025, but it adheres
to the cap set by |ast year's debt ceiling agreenent, known
as the Fiscal Responsibility Act of 2023.

In effect, the Departnment of Defense had to follow the

| aw and submt this level of funding to the Congress. |

expect -- we wll stand in recess for a nonent.
[ Recess. ]
Chairman Reed: W will resune. Senator, it's a
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liability of being unusually tall.

[ Laught er. ]

Chai rman Reed: Again, the Departnent is responding to
the Fiscal Responsibility Act of 2023 in terns of the
budget they had to present, and | expect there will be a
di scussi on today about whether the top line is adequate to
neet the National Security chall enges we face.

This was a demand by Republicans in the House in order
for us to pass the debt ceiling, and that has constrai ned
your operations and your budgeting, and we understand that.
Wth those limts in mnd, the President's defense budget
request well to the national -- aligns well to the National
Security threats before us.

As the National Defense Strategy nmakes clear, the
United States is in a long termstrategic conpetition with
China and Russia, and we wll continue to face persistent
threats fromlran, North Korea, violent extrem st groups,
and issues |like climte change.

During today's hearing, | would ask for witnesses to
explain how the President's Fiscal Year 2025 budget request
supports the National Defense Strategy, the Nuclear Posture
Revi ew, and the M ssile Defense Review.

Keepi ng our conpetition with China front and center,

t hi s budget request includes $9.9 billion for priorities
covered by the Pacific Defense Initiative, or PDI. | am
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encour aged by the progress we have nmade t hrough PDI thus
far, and this conmttee will continue working to help

I nprove the design and posture of the Joint Force in the
| ndo- Paci fic region.

Thi s shoul d i nclude strengthening | ogistics,
noder ni zi ng i nfrastructure, conducting exercises and
training, and building the capabilities of our allies and
partners. |ndeed, our approach to the Indo-Pacific should
continue to be inforned in part by | essons drawn fromthe
Eur opean Defense Initiative, or ED, which has played a
decisive role in strengthening U S. force posture and
enhanci ng the readi ness of allies and partners in Europe
over the last 10 years.

The Departnent's Fiscal Year 2025 budget request
includes $2.9 billion for ED related i nvestments and $300
mllion for the Ukraine Security Assistance Initiative. |
am encour aged that the President's budget request would
provi de significant funding to strengthen America's cyber
def enses and devel op cutting edge technol ogy such as
hyper soni cs, mcroelectronics, artificial intelligence, 5G
and quant um conputi ng.

Qur strategy towards China and Russia should not be
defined in dollars by how nuch, but rather where and why we
are investing to achieve the greatest conparative

advantage. | amal so pleased to see that this budget
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request prioritizes taking care of our nmen and wonen in
uniformby providing a 4.5 percent pay raise and increase
I n basic needs allowance eligibility, expanding the
benefits for mlitary famli es.

These actions are an inportant nessage to the force at
a time when recruiting is particularly challenging. Wth
regard to our nuclear strategy, this budget request
supports inportant steps for the nodernization of our
nucl ear tri ad.

G ven Putin's reckless behavior and China's rapidly
growi ng nucl ear capabilities, we nust continue to nodernize
our strategic forces to reassure our allies and deter
aggression fromour nuclear arnms conpetitors. Even as we
noderni ze, we should seek ways to pronote strategic
stability, reduce the risk of mscalculation, and if
possi bl e, reduce nucl ear stockpiles.

Finally, the proposed investnent in next generation
conbat aircraft, tactical vehicles, and naval vessels is a
prudent decision. However, there are a nunber of |ong
standi ng chal | enges for our defense acquisition systemthat
must be addressed to effectively field these platforns.

| understand that the mlitary services have nmade
difficult but practical decisions in this budget request to
i dentify supply chain probl ens, pinpoint shortages of

critical materials, and to reinvigorate the defense force.
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In particular, the Navy has requested $2 billion to
| nprove the capabilities of the submarine industrial base,
and | woul d appreciate our w tnesses' views on how Congress
can help to overcone these issues.

Again, | thank the witnesses for their participation
today, and | ook forward to their testinonies. And now,

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STATEMENT OF HON. ROGER W CKER, U.S. SENATOR FROM
M SSI SSI PPI

Senat or Wcker: Thank you, M. Chairnman. Today's
hearing is an opportunity to take stock in our National
Security over the past year and exam ne how t he Depart nent
of Defense is preparing for the future. Unfortunately, the
security environnment, as we all know, has deteriorated
significantly since we |ast had this hearing.

Armed conflict is ongoing in nultiple continents.
Regional instability threatens peace and prosperity and
freedom around the world, and several nalign nations are
formng a new axis of evil. W are approaching a w ndow of
maxi mum danger .

Despite this, our Governnent is failing to nodernize
our defense capabilities and to provide sufficient
resources to fund our National Defense Strategy. Xl
Jinping will continue China's historic mlitary
noder ni zation with another 7.2 percent defense budget
I ncrease this year.

China's mlitary production rates, advanced training
| nprovenents and innovation strategies are troubling, and
they are stunning. 1In addition to Xi's designs in Taiwan,
there is a very real prospect of Chinese action agai nst our
Filipino treaty allies in the South China Sea. Both wl|

test Anerican resol ve.
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Qut gunned and out manned, the brave defenders in
Ukr ai ne have exceeded expectations in holding the line
agai nst the Russian dictator, Putin's arny. |f Congress
passes a supplenmental, we can help Ukraine win. But to
make that happen, the Biden Adm nistration will need to
articulate a real plan for provisioning and training
Ukrai nian forces at scal e once Congress passes the
suppl enental appropriation bill.

And | share the chair's comments about the decision
that the House of Representatives, |ed by the speaker, w |
have to nake this week. This is an occasion that history
wll ook back on. This is a tine for statesmanship and
bi parti sanship, and | certainly share the chair's hope that
this supplenental will be enacted and signed into | aw very,
very soon

| am di sappointed in the drip, drip, drip approach to
mlitary aid that has characterized this Admnistration's
policy thus far. As to CGeneral Brown, | would appreciate
your comments on the situation in Ukraine, and whether a
nore timely, aggressive posture toward training and
equi pping the Wkrainians is called for after the hopeful
passage of the suppl enental.

U S strikes inlraqg and Syria led to a tenporary
pause by Iran backed terrorist groups, but those attacks

have restarted. By contrast, we have still not figured out
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how to conpel the Houthis to stop attacking nmaritine trade.

| would remind nmy coll eagues that Central Command for
Nat i onal Defense Strategy was supposed to be an econony of
force theater in which we relied upon our allies. |nstead,
the Adm nistration has ignored our allies and partners for
the nost part in the Mddle East, and the damage to | ong
termU S. interests could be profound.

We face threats on nultiple fronts. On top of that,
the threats are worsening at a pace that our National
Def ense Strategy sinply does not contenplate. Secretary
Austin and General Brown, | would wel come both of your
comments on whether you think it is tine to actually
rewite that National Defense Strategy.

Is it adequate for the threats that | have nenti oned?
And let ne say this with regard to ny good friend's
comments with regard to the caps in the Fiscal
Responsibility Act. | disagree that the Adm nistration was
prevented from asking nore for National Security and
nati onal defense than is contained in the Fiscal
Responsibility Act cap.

As a matter of fact, the President's budget request
for Fiscal Year 2025 with regard to donestic spending is
sonme $76 billion over the fiscal responsibility cap. And
for sonme reason, the Adm nistration chose to adhere to that

cap only with regard to our nost inportant duties, and that
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Is defending this country and maki ng sure our National
Security is in order.

So, we will have a discussion about that. And | do
have confi dence that working together with nmenbers on
either side of the dais, the chair and | will be able to
wor k al ongsi de the commttee nenbers and get closer to
where we need to be wwth regard to defending our country
and keepi ng the peace.

What is alarmng nore than that, and it should be
clear to nmenbers on both sides of the aisle, is that our
budget ary resourci ng does not neet even the inadequate
defense strategy we do have. W are dealing with a
recruitment crisis, a |anguishing industrial base, an
acqui sition bureaucracy, and nmassive mai ntenance backl ogs.

We need to invest nore, and we need to invest nore
wi sely. W should cut red tape, speed up the acquisition
process, guard agai nst unnecessary requirenents, creep and
use nore innovative conpanies, which can respond to defense
needs at the speed of relevance. Mre mlitary spending is
absol utely necessary, but it alone will not fix our
probl ens.

We can never directly outspend the Chinese Belt and
Road Initiative, for exanple, and there are other fornms of
predatory investnent. However, we have the deepest and

broadest capital markets in the world.

Your responsiveness to many of ny sinple inquiries,
M. Secretary, has been lacking, to say the |east. To take
but two exanples, you failed to follow the | aw and cancel ed
the sea | aunched cruise mssile again. W wll of course
have to revisit that in the NDAA

And you have decided not to inplenment ny provision
fromthe Merit Act, again, which has been enacted by both
houses and signed by the President. Your Departnent has
also failed to act on sinple provisions of the |law, which
woul d hel p repair the relationship between you and the

el ected representatives of the public in Congress.
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| hope we can fix these issues this year.

DEFENSE

Secretary Austin: Chairnman Reed, Ranking Menber
W cker, and distingui shed nmenbers of the commttee, thanks
for the opportunity to testify in support of President
Bi den's proposed Fiscal Year 2025 budget request for the
Depart ment of Defense.

| am pleased to be joined for the first tinme by our
out standi ng Chai rman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, General
C.Q Brown, and | amalso glad to be back wi th Under
Secretary of Defense Mke MCord, the Departnent's
conptroller.

[ Protest interruption.]

Chai rman Reed: The conmmttee stands at ease until the
Capitol Police restore order.

[ Pause. ]

Chai rman Reed: The commttee will be in order.
Secretary Austin.

Secretary Austin: Let nme start by thanking this
committee for all that you do to support the U S mlitary,
our troops, and our mlitary famlies. As Secretary, |
have al ways been guided by three priorities, defending our
nati on, taking care of our people, and succeedi ng through
t eamnor k.

Qur budget request for Fiscal Year 2025 will advance
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all three of these priorities. First, the President's
request will invest in cutting edge capabilities across al
dormai ns, and that includes $48.1 billion for naval and
shi pbui | di ng capabilities to strengthen and noderni ze our
fleet, and $61.2 billion to reinforce U S. air dom nance,
and $13 billion to bolster Arny and Marine Corps conbat

capabilities.

Qur request will also provide $33.7 billion to
strengt hen our space architecture, and $14.5 billion to
develop and field cyber security tools. It wll direct
$49.2 billion to nodernize and recapitalize all three |egs

of our nuclear triad, and it wll sharpen our tech edge
t hrough a $167.5 billion investnent in procurenent and
$143.2 billion in R&D

Second, this budget request will support our
outstanding troops and their famlies. And that includes
rai si ng base pay and housing all owances, investing in
better housing, and making chil dcare nore accessi bl e and
nore affordabl e.

The request will also fund vital work to prevent
sexual assault and suicide in the mlitary. And third,
this request will help the Departnent further deepen our
t eammwor k around the gl obe.

Qur network of allies and partners renains a strategic

advant age that no conpetitor can match, and you can see its
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power in our strengthening ties across the Indo-Pacific, in
t oday' s expanded and united NATO, and in the 50 country
Ukr ai ne Defense Contact G oup that | convened to ensure

t hat Ukrai ne can repel Putin's aggression.

Qur budget remains rooted in our 2022 National Defense
Strategy. Qur request positions the United States to
tackle that the Departnent's pacing chall enge, the People's
Republic of China, with confidence and urgency.

W will also provide resources to neet the acute
threat of Putin's increasingly aggressive Russia. It wll
hel p us tackle the persistent danger fromlran, North
Korea, and global terrorist organizations, and other malign
act ors.

And it wll help us continue to deter aggression
against the United States and our allies and partners, and
to prevail in conflict if necessary. Now, today | want to
underscore three key nessages. First, even as our budget
request --

M. Secretary, you are
recogni zed for your renmarks.

Secretary Austin: Thank you, Chairman. Again, | want
to underscore three key nessages. First, even as our
budget request abides by the mandatory caps set by the
Fi scal Responsibility Act, it is aligned to our strategy.

We made tough but responsible decisions in this budget
that prioritize near-termreadi ness, nodernization of the
force, and support our trenendous troops and their
famlies. Qur approach dials back sonme near-term
noder ni zati on for prograns that are not set to cone online
until the 2030s, which will require top line growth and on
time appropriations in future budgets.

Second, we can only fully reach the goals of our
strategy with your help. | amgrateful that Congress
passed the Fiscal Year 2024 appropriations in March, and
the single greatest way that Congress can continue to
support the Departnent of Defense is to pass predictable,
sustained, and tinely appropriations.

My third and final nessage today is that the price of

US. leadershipis real, but it is far |lower than the price
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of U S. abdication. As the President has said, we are in a
gl obal struggl e between denbcracy and autocracy.

Qur security in these turbulent tines relies on
Americans' strength of purpose. W renain determned to
neet this nonent, and that is why our budget request seeks
to invest in Anerican security and in Anerica's defense
I ndustrial base.

It is also why the Adm nistration has requested nearly
$60 billion in a National Security supplenental for the
Departnent of Defense, and that supplenental would support
our partners in Israel, Ukraine, and Taiwan, while making
I nvestnments to increase submarine production.

About $50 billion of this supplenental would flow
t hrough our industrial base, rushing aid to our partners
whil e creating good Arerican jobs in nore than 30 states.
| would like to thank all those who have worked to pass an
effective fundi ng package. And now we are nore than two
years into the Kremin's war of aggression against Ukraine,
and Putin is betting that the United States will falter and
abandon our friends and | eave Wkraine in nortal danger.

If the Kremin prevails in Wkraine, it would enbol den
woul d be aggressors around the globe. The United States
woul d be far less secure if Putin got his way in Ukraine.
And President Biden has warned that Putin will not stop at

Ukr ai ne.
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I f Anerica wal ked away, we would put the free world in
peril and risk uni magi nabl e cost and dangers. And we know
that China and others are watching and | earni ng from what
Putin does and how we respond. W |ook to our partners in
Congress to help us nmake the investnents needed to
strengthen Anerica's security through both the suppl enental
and the President's Fiscal Year 2025 budget request.

The U S. mlitary is the nost lethal fighting force on
Earth, and with your help, we are going to keep it that
way. | amgrateful for your support for our mssion and
for our troops, and with that, |I |ook forward to taking
your questions. Thank you, Chairnman.

General Brown: Chairnman Reed, Ranking Menber W cker,
and di stingui shed nenbers of the conmttee, | am honored to
join Secretary Austin and Honorable M ke MCord to appear
bef ore you today.

On behal f of the Joint Force, the Departnent of
Defense civilians, and our famlies, | want to thank
Congress for your steadfast support and the opportunity to
testify on the Fiscal Year 2025 defense budget request,
which reflects our shared commtnent to our new security.
The gl obal security environnent is increasingly conplex.

The 2022 National Defense Strategy identifies five key
chal | enges, the People's Republic of China, our pacing
chal | enge, continues its risky behavior around the gl obe, a
real |y aggressive Russia with its unprovoked war agai nst
Ukrai ne, a destabilizing North Korea and |ran, which
t hreaten regional security, and violent extrem st
organi zations which | everage instability to advance their
cause.

These chal | enges are interconnected, which demands a
strategi c approach addressing the imediate threats, while
al so preparing for future contingencies. Days after
becom ng the Chairman, | laid out three expectations in ny

nessage to the Joint Force. Honing our warfighting skills
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has primacy in all we do. Modernizing and aggressively
| eadi ng with new concepts and approaches.

And trust is the foundation of our profession. Qur
mlitary exists to fight and win our nations wars. W
train every day to ensure we are so good at what we do that
we deter any adversary fromengaging the U S. in conflict.
Thi s budget requests $147 billion to sustain readi ness and
ensure the Departnment can counter near-termthreats.

We are al so focused on better integrating our allies
and partners in our planning and operations by investing in
critical prograns and capability, expanding security
cooperation, exercises, training, interoperability.

Qur investnents in readi ness ensure the Joint Force
can respond when the nation calls. Wile we remain focused
on our readiness for the day, it is critical to nodernize
and | eave with new concepts to prepare for tonmorrow. The
Departnent continues to invest in capability and capacity
t o out pace our conpetitors, while transformng fromcostly
| egacy platfornms that are no |longer relevant to the threat.

Thi s budget strategically invests $167.5 billion in
procurenent, underscoring our conmtnent to equip the Joint
Force with unparalleled conbat capabilities across every
domain. This budget also invests $143.2 billion in
resear ch, devel opnent, test, and evaluation of future

capabilities that will retain our strategi c edge.
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Finally, this budget invests significantly into
nucl ear noderni zation, digital innovation, nulti-year
procurenent of critical nunitions, and to strengthen the
defense industrial base. Wth rapidly evolving threats and
t echnol ogi es, accel erating our nodernization is crucial.
Lastly, trust is the foundation of our profession.

The Joint Force nust build upon and uphold trust in
each other, trust with our famlies, trust of our elected
| eaders, and trust of our nation. Enhancing the quality of
service and quality life for our personnel is not just a
noral obligation, but a strategic inperative.

Thi s budget includes investnents in quality service
efforts such as advanced training, educational benefits,
and career devel opnent, while also investing in quality of
life projects |ike housing, nedical clinics, and childcare
facilities, as well as fundi ng spouse enpl oynent
Initiatives, enhance nental health resources, and robust
prograns to conbat sexual assault.

We nust create an environnent where all can reach
their full potential. Trust that our Joint Force stands
ready. Ready to defend our national interests. Ready to
deter aggression. And ready, if necessary, to fight and
Wi n our nation's wars.

| thank you for your support and collaboration in our

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Chai rman Reed: Thank you, CGeneral Brown. Ceneral
Austin, the nost pressing issue is the supplenental in ny
vi ew because of the consequences, not just in Ukraine, but
t hr oughout the worl d.

In fact, CIA Director Burns recently stated, no one is
wat ching U. S. support for Ukraine nore closely than Chinese
| eaders. One of the surest ways to rekindl e Chinese
perceptions of Anerican feckl essness and stroke Chinese
aggr essi veness woul d be to abandon support for Ukrai ne.

Do you think that is an accurate assessnent?

Secretary Austin: | do, Chairman. | think we would
ask that Congress pass the supplenental as soon as
possi bl e, because Ukraine matters, and the outcone of the
conflict in Wkraine will have global inplications for our
Nati onal Security as well, so.

And we take a | ook at what Ukraine has done with the
support that we provided them Chairman, has been quite
remar kabl e. You know, not only have they stopped a nuch
superior force in terns of quality of equipnent and
nunbers. They have taken back sonme 50 percent of the
ground that the Russians initially occupied.

And so, they are not asking for someone to fight the
fight for them They are asking for the neans to sustain
their efforts. And w thout security assistance, they won't

be able to resupply the much needed air defense

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I nterceptors and air defense systens that they need to
protect their skies and protect their people.

And so, we would see things continue -- beginto
atrophy in a very neaningful way in a short period of tine.
And so, | think it is really inportant that we pass this
-- that Congress pass this legislation as quickly as
possible. And I would rem nd everyone that, you know, we
don't give -- the mlitary doesn't give Ukrai ne noney.

It provides security assistance in the form of weapons
and ammunitions. And we repl ace those weapons and
anmuni tions by, you know, buying new weapons and
ammuni tions for our inventory, and that flows through our
i ndustrial base. And so, sone $50 billion of this request
woul d fl ow through our industrial base, and it would create
good jobs for Anericans in sone 30 states.

And so, | think, this is about -- as nuch about our
Nati onal Security and our industrial base capacity as
anything else. But Ukraine matter is not only for Europe,
It matters for the entire world.

Chai rman Reed: Thank you. Shifting gears to anot her
area of contention, the humanitarian crisis in Gaza i s
sonmet hing that is obvious to the whole world.

The United States is trying to assist. And for many
people, this is a noral principle, but it is also, | think,

an operational principle, because unless you can separate
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t he Pal estinian people from Hanmas, you will never defeat
Hamas, in ny view.

That this is sonething that operationally we
encountered in Iraq, and you served there, M. Secretary.
And | et ne enphasize, M. Secretary, rather than your
former rank, M. Secretary, and you understand, | think
t hese dynamics, as well as General Brown.

| assunme you concur with that coment.

Secretary Austin: Absolutely, Chairman. If we want
to -- if Israel wants to create lasting effects, then it
must address the humanitari an needs of the Pal estinian
people. And not in a marginal way, in a neani ngful way.

And so, we continue to encourage the Israel

| eadership, and | talk to ny counterpart on a weekly basis.

| just talked to himyesterday. And encouraged himto
I ncrease the volune of humanitarian assistance that is
going into Wkraine. And we have seen himdo that nost
recently. But we need to sustain that.

And the United States continues to do everything that
we can to assist. You have seen airdrops on our part, and
you see us working to provide a maritinme corridor to
provi de additional assistance as well.

Chairman Reed: And that maritinme corridor, in your

opinion, is a legitimte mssion for the United States

mlitary. Both you and General Brown consider that to be a

27
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| egiti mate m ssion?

Secretary Austin: | do, Chairman. It is -- you know,
we are using a capability that we have, joint logistics
over the shore, and certainly our troops are trained to be
able to put this into place.

And we expect that the initial operation capability
wi |l probably be there -- be in place by the third week in
-- of this nonth. And so, it is sonething that we have the
ability to do, and we shoul d do.

Chai rman Reed: And the nunber one priority is force
protection.

Secretary Austin: It is, and it always wll be,
Chai r man.

Chai rman Reed: Thank you. Thank you very nuch,
Senat or W cker, please.

Senat or Wcker: Thank you very nmuch. Secretary
Austin, did a genocide occur around the Gaza region, and
around the Gaza, Israeli border on Cctober 7th of | ast
year ?

Secretary Austin: What we wi tnessed on Cctober 7th,
Senator, was a horrific terrorist attack by Hamas.

Senator Wcker: But was it a genocide?

Secretary Austin: Well, it --

Senator Wcker: Well, let nme be nore specific. Wen

nonconmbat ant Israelis were killed, when their famlies were
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burned alive, was that a genocide?

Secretary Austin: Well, | -- again, Israel suffered a
terrific bl ow when --

Senator Wcker: (kay, so you are not willing to cal
it a genocide. Was it a war crine?

Secretary Austin: It certainly is a war crine.

Senator Wcker: And when nonconbatant Anericans were
taken prisoner by Hamas, was that a war crine?

Secretary Austin: Al of that, you know, the rape,
the nurder, the taking of hostages or prisoners, all of
that was a war crine.

Senator Wcker: Was a war crine. And that on Cctober
7th, that was -- the war crine was entirely comritted on
the part of Hamas that day, was it not?

Secretary Austin: |t was.

Senator Wcker: And since that tine, General, is it
true that Hamas has, in violation of international |aw,
placed civilians in places that they knew woul d be
vul nerable to attack and use the civilians as a human
shi el d?

Secretary Austin: W have consistently seen Hamas use
civilians as --

Senator Wcker: During the tinmes since October 7th
and in Gaza, right?

Secretary Austin: That is right.
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Senator Wcker: And that is a continuation of war
crinmes, is it not?

Secretary Austin: It is.

Senator Wcker: Secretary Austin, if Hamas |aid down
their arnms today, would the conflict stop in and around
Gaza? It would stop, would it not?

Secretary Austin: W certainly would hope so. But,
you know, that is left to be seen. And | don't want to
specul ate, but that is the goal.

Senator Wcker: Well, who started the conflict on
Oct ober ?

Secretary Austin: Hanmas initiated this conflict,
Senat or .

Senator Wcker: If Israel laid down its arnms today,
woul d Hamas stop their aggression against |srael?

Secretary Austin: | seriously doubt that.

Senator Wcker: They wouldn't, would they? All
right, | think we -- | think we have made that clear. Let
me ask this, Secretary Austin, wth regard to | NDOPACOM
Adm ral Aquilino has convinced, | think, convinced us that
a standing joint task force of -- a separate standing joint
task force for operations is needed. Are you in support of
Adm ral Paparo going forward as soon as possible with the
standing joint task force?

Secretary Austin: Let ne just say that, you know, it
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Is clear fromour strategy and our budget request, which is
| inked to our strategy, that the PRC renmai ns our pacing
chall enge. W have done a lot to, in terns of force
posture and investnments in the region, to ensure that --

Senator Wcker: | amaware of that, but my question
I's specifically about the joint task force. So, we are
going to go forward with it with all due speed.

Secretary Austin: Command and control is really
| nportant to nme because it is inportant to all of us. And
so, what | have asked ny teamto do is look at this and do
our assessnent to nake sure that we get -- you know, we get
It right and we understand the operational and cost issues
associated with this. And they are doing that, and they
wi Il come back to nme shortly on that.

Senator Wcker: How soon will they conme back to you?

Secretary Austin: They will -- in a couple of weeks.

Senator Wcker: And how soon do you think we can then
nove forward with actually inplenenting this plan?

Secretary Austin: Really depends on what their
assessnment is. But as soon as we have a readout, | wll
cone back and brief you on it.

Senator Wcker: And then finally, do you agree with
nmy opening statenent that the Defense Departnent and the
Adm ni stration could have asked for nore? That under the

| aw, they were not constrained to ask to for the nunber,
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much as the defense part of the Adm nistration did not feel
constrai ned by the caps.

Secretary Austin: Again, we have to conply with the
| aw and - -

Senator Wcker: Wy did the donestic Departnents of
the Biden Adm nistration not conply with those caps?

Secretary Austin: | can't answer that, Senator, but

Senator Wcker: WIIl you acknow edge that the
Adm ni stration asked for far nore noney, above the caps,
t han was provided in that statute, and they did not ask for
nore noney wth regard to defense spending. WII| you
acknow edge that?

Secretary Austin: Well, again, with $850 billion
budget -- again, what we try to do, what we have done is

| i nk our budget request to our strategy --

Senator Wcker: It is okay if you answer the
guesti on.

Secretary Austin: | support the President's budget,
Senat or .

Senat or Wcker: Wuld you acknow edge that the
Presi dent's budget request with regard to donestic spendi ng

was far in excess of the fiscal responsibility cap?

Secretary Austin: | can't speak to the donestic
budget. | can only speak for the defense budget.
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Senat or Wcker: Thank you, M. Chairnan.

Chai rman Reed: Thank you, Senator Wcker. Senator
Shaheen, pl ease.

Senat or Shaheen: Thank you. Thank you, Secretary
Austin, General Brown, and Under Secretary MCord for your
service to the country. One of the things that | think we
woul d all agree, as we are tal king about budgets, is that
I f Congress would pass the budget bills on tine, with
certainty, it would nmake the job of budgeting a | ot easier.
Is that -- do you agree with that, Secretary Austin?

t hi nk you nade that point in your opening statenent.

Secretary Austin: | absolutely agree with that,
Senat or .

Senat or Shaheen: Thank you. And Chairman Reed tal ked
about this, and | think you nmade it pretty clear, but
Senators Gl librand, Kelly, and | just returned froma trip
to the Indo-Pacific, and what we heard from our partners
was concern that our failure to follow through on our
comm tnment to Ukraine would enbol den the PRC

Again, | think you nade that pretty clear in your
earlier statenent, but can you speak again to what the
| npact woul d be for global security if we fail to live up
to our commtnent to Ukraine?

Secretary Austin: It would be a signal that the

United States is an unreliable partner, and that would
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types of things that Putin has done.

Senat or Shaheen: And it would have an inpact not only
on Xi, but on lran as well, would it not, given that they
are the major contributors of drones to Russia, and they
are benefiting fromthis war in Ukraine?

Secretary Austin: That is correct, Senator.

Senat or Shaheen: So, if we care about what is
happening in Iran, this is a good way to address what is
happening there as well, correct?

Secretary Austin: | believe so, Senator

Senat or Shaheen: Thank you. Last week and thank you
for taking tinme to talk with ne |ast week, but one of the
t hi ngs we saw | ast week was a CBS news investigation, which
was the first public report that pointed to evidence of
Russia's responsibility in the anomal ous heal th incidents,
al so known as Havana syndrone.

Qur office has been in touch with victins al nost since
the first reporting of those incidents and what we have
heard from a nunber of those victins is that they believed
that there was an adversary who was involved in those
I nci dent s.

So, can you tell ne, in light of the reports, do you
believe that the intelligence conmunity should take anot her

| ook at its assessnent? And you have oversi ght over two
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intelligence agencies, the Defense Intelligence Agency and
the National Security Agency.

Have you encouraged themto take anot her | ook at the
reports and provided any resources towards that action?

Secretary Austin: Let ne just say that | take the
heal th and wel | -being of the force extrenely seriously.
And, you know, | have spoken to leaders in the intelligence
comunity and addressed this issue with them

They have assured ne that they will continue to
address and investigate any new evi dence that presents
itself, and they will continue to assess. And ny -- the
intelligence agencies that are part of the Departnent of
Def ense will continue to support that overall effort. But
yes, to answer your question.

Senat or Shaheen: And so, do you consider the
revelations fromthat CBS report that included several
other news outlets and a fair anmount of real investigation,
do you consider that new information that woul d warrant
that kind of an investigation, further investigation?

Secretary Austin: They do. And they are |ooking into
t hose things, each elenent that of that report.

Senat or Shaheen: Thank you. And do you have any
sense of when you mi ght be able to report back to the
comm ttee on what they have found? Do you have any kind of

atineline for that?
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Secretary Austin: | don't, but | certainly wll get
with the | eadership of the intelligence community and get a
feel for the progress that they are making.

Senat or Shaheen: Thank you. | woul d appreciate
heari ng what they expect and what they are finding out.
think this is both for you, Secretary, and for General
Brown. One of the things that we continue to hear about is
Russia's maligned activities in the information space.

And in fact, just this week, we heard fromtwo nenbers
of the House, the Chair of the Intelligence Comnmttee and
the Foreign Relations Commttee in the House that they see
Russi an di sinformati on being parroted by nenbers of
-- Republican nenbers of the House.

Is this a concern that you all share? And how do the
Russian tactics in the informati on domai n address or i npact
what i s happening in Ukraine?

Secretary Austin: WlIlIl, this is -- the Russians have
al ways endeavored to use -- to be effective in the
I nformati on space. And we have seen that fromthe very
begi nning here with the Russia, Ukraine conflict, and that
wor k continues to today.

And they will also seek to influence attitudes and
operations in countries that are supporting Ukraine, not
only in the United States but in other Western countries,

and that work continues. But | expect that we wll see
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that in the future and there will be a greater effort on
the part of Russia to take advantage of what they consider
to be an opportunity here.

And so, | think anything that we can do to burst
Putin's bubble is -- in terns of providing support to
Ukrai ne, would be very, very helpful. And the big thing
that we could do is pass the suppl enental .

Senat or Shaheen: Thank you.

Chai rman Reed: Thank you very nuch, Senator Shaheen.
Senat or Fi scher, please.

Senator Fischer: Thank you, M. Chairman. And thank
you, gentlenen, for being here today. Six nonths ago, the
Congr essi onal Comm ssion on Strategic Posture of the United
States released their final report on Anerica's strategic
post ure.

Thi s bipartisan, bicaneral conm ssion found that our
nation is on the cusp of having not one but two nucl ear
power adversaries, each with anbitions to change the
I nternational status quo by force if necessary, a situation
which the United States did not anticipate and for which it
I S not prepared.

These concl usions are not surprising. Qur planned
nucl ear force posture was decided in 2010, when the United
St at es considered Russia to be a partner, and back before

Chi na's nucl ear breakout, the scale and speed of which were
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cal | ed breathtaking by the Commander of USSTRATCOM bef ore
this conmttee just two nonths ago.

In order to ensure that we have a safe, reliable,
effective, and credi ble nuclear deterrent as we | ook to the
2030s and beyond, we need to start l|aying the groundwork
for significant changes now.

| strongly encourage, M. Secretary, the Departnent to
take seriously the recommendations nade in the Strategic
Posture Conm ssion report, and I amal so working with
col | eagues here to address many of these recommendati ons
t hrough upcom ng | egi sl ati on.

So, Secretary Austin and Chairman Brown, do you agree
with the comm ssioner's statenent that "the nuclear force
noder ni zati on prograns of record are absolutely essential,
al t hough not sufficient, to neet the new threats posed by
Russia and China, and that the elenents of the program of
record should be conpleted on tine, expedited wherever
possi bl e, and expanded as needed"?

Secretary Austin: Thank you, Senator. And thanks for
your sustai ned support for our efforts to nodernize our
nucl ear tri ad.

W agree with the Strategic Posture Conm ssion that
U. S deterrence remain sound, and we have been taking a
fresh 1 ook at the assunptions that are underlying our

noderni zati on program And we also agree with the
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Comm ssion's assessnment that the programof record is
necessary but nay not be sufficient.

And to the point that you nmade, we need to be | ooking
forward and meki ng sure that we have the agility to adj ust
our noderni zation programas we go forward to make sure
that we keep -- not only keep pace but nmaintain a
conpetitive edge.

Senator Fischer: Thank you. General Brown.

General Brown: Well, thank you, Senator Fischer. |
had the real pleasure to have the Conm ssion cone to ny
office to sit down and brief ne here about six weeks ago,
and | do agree with their assessnent that our nucl ear
m gration is necessary but not sufficient.

One of the areas we did tal k about when it cones to
deterrence was not only our nuclear capability, but also
our conventional capability. So, it is all things we are
doi ng to noderni ze our force.

They will be inportant to support our nucl ear
portfolio, but also our unconventional portfolios as well.

Senator Fischer: D d you discuss with Madel yn Creedon
and Jon Kyl any specific recommendati ons that are put

forward by the report that you woul d support?

General Brown: We did. | don't have themoff the top
of my head, but we did kind of -- we cane to a pretty good
agreenent on it. W see -- | saw the report very much in a
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way that | think -- and | really do appreciate the work
that they did to highlight the key areas we need to focus
on for the Joint Force.

Senat or Fischer: Yes, they have a nunber of really
great recommendati ons, and we are working on those.
Hopefully, we wll get by and by this conmttee, and | ook
forward to working with you as well on that.

Al so, | recognize that the Wiite House tied the
Departnment's hands through the Fiscal Responsibility Act,
and as soon as the deal was made, we knew that the
Presi dent's budget request for Fiscal Year 2025, it just
wasn't going to cut it. It is not sufficient. And to be
clear, a 1 percent increase in defense spending is not
sufficient.

So let nme say it is difficult for Congress to budget,
to pass appropriations bills to neet those threats that
this country faces when your Departnent, M. Secretary, and
this Adm nistration do not even acknow edge those threats
In the President's budget request that he sends us. Qur
adversaries, they don't constrain thenselves |ike this.

In fact, China has announced it would increase its
def ense budget by 7.2 percent, and this is despite
significant chall enges that the Chinese are now facing in
their econony. So, Secretary Austin and Chairnan Brown, do

you assess that the threats from China, Russia, and our
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ot her adversaries are nore likely to increase in conplexity
and severity in the future years? | assune you do.

And so, | would ask, when wll you step forward and
appropriately offer your concerns on what we need in order
to neet those problens, those existential threats that this
country faces?

Secretary Austin: Well, thanks, Senator. Again, our
budget request is linked to our strategy, and we | ook at
our adversaries over periods of time and not just in the

nmoment. And we know that our adversaries, to your point,

will continue to evolve, and the challenge is will -- it
wi || increase.
Again, we -- give the constraints that we were faced

with, we had to nake sone tough choices, and we nade those
t ough but responsible choices to invest in near term
readi ness and to take care of our troops and our famlies.

And so, | think, again, based upon where we are, |
t hi nk, you know, our budget request addresses our needs
that are outlined in our strategy.

Senator Fischer: | thank the chairman of this
commttee and the commttee nenbers for two years of going
beyond what the budget was that you presented from
President Biden to this commttee. It is a responsibility
of Congress. | agree with Senator Shaheen. | amal so on

Appropriations Conmmttee.
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And we as Senator Shaheen, Senator Reed, and |
advocate for what we need, but you al so have to be an
advocate there. You also have to bring forward a sincere,
a thoughtful, a reasonable budget fromthis Adm nistration
that addresses the threats that this country faces.

We hear it fromyou, fromothers within the Departnent
on those threats in classified briefings. This country
needs to realize it as well. Thank you, M. Chairmn.

Senat or Fischer: Thank you very nuch, Senator
Fischer. Senator Gl librand, please.

Senator G llibrand: Thank you, M. Chairnman
Secretary Austin, | recently returned froma bipartisan
Congressi onal delegation to Asia, where we net with key
allies and partners and with U S. forces in the region.

| can say that each of the countries where we net with
| eaders, they were very grateful for the posture in the
| ndo- Pacific and very eager to growit, to expand it, and
to deepen it. And so, | wanted you to know, the feedback
was extrenely positive of the commtnents that you have
al ready made and the great work that our service nenbers
are already doing in the region.

So, thank you for that. Wth the National Security
Suppl enental stalled in the House, can you speak to how t he
| ack of funding inpacts our strategic posture in the

Pacific, and what are we losing in the region by failing to

Secretary Austin: Wll, as you know, Senator, this
suppl enental not only provides us the ability to provide
security assistance to Ukraine, but also our partners in
the I ndo-Pacific, specifically Taiwan.

And so, there is provisions -- there are provisions in
this suppl enental request to continue to help Taiwan attain
the capabilities to be able to defend itself. And so, |
think it is for all -- for that reason, it is really
I nportant to nake sure that we continue to press forward
and get the supplenental across the goal I|ine.

Senator Gllibrand: Qur mlitary representatives from
the U S. Indo-Pacific Command net with PRC mlitary
representatives for the Mlitary Maritinme Consultative
Agreenment Working Goup in Honolulu, Hawaii, on April 3rd
and 4t h.

This was the first neeting of its kind since the
Virtual Working Goup neetings in 2021. Wat is the goal
of the MIlitary Maritinme Consultative Agreenent, and what
progress is being made with the PRC to prevent
m scal cul ati ons and possi bl e escalation within the
| NDOPACOW?

Secretary Austin: | think you have heard ne say a
nunber of times, Senator, that it is really inportant in

this conpetitive relationship, and it is a relationship
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can prevent incidents fromspiraling out of control and
causing a conflict at any one point in tine.

So, that dialog between mlitary professionals, |
think, is really inportant. W have seen very aggressive
behavior in the region on by the PRC, and we continue to
rai se these issues to the PRC. This forumallows mlitary
professionals to neet and really talk in detail about those
I ssues and tal k about things that, you know, we can put
into place to prevent accidents from happeni ng.

Senator G llibrand: Thank you. Secretary Austin
over the last two NDAA cycles, | have created the Cyber
Servi ce Acadeny Schol arship programto provide students
with a free education in exchange for post-graduation
service in DOD and the intelligence community. As you | ook
at the Departnent's cyber and digital needs, how does this
schol arship help DOD neet its m ssion?

Secretary Austin: Well, | think it is going to help
in a significant way. | nean this is sone -- working with
sonme 420 institutions and providing 100 schol arships this
year alone. And that increases the pool of qualified
youngsters that can conme on board and be -- and contribute

to our efforts in the cyber donain.

Senator G llibrand: You may not have this data, but
do you know whether we are on target to fill the 1,000
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slots that are provided for this programthis year? This
year was the first year students could apply, and | think
the application period concluded in March. Do you have any
i nformati on about whether we are on target?

Secretary Austin: | don't have that specific
Information, but | wll get it for you right away.

Senator G llibrand: Thank you. And do you have any
I nformati on about how many additional schools have applied
to be part of the progranf

Secretary Austin: | don't have that either. But
agai n, the nunber that we have, the 420, is really
I npressive. And it wll continue to grow.

Senator G llibrand: Thank you. The mlitary services
have started to | ook at privatizing barracks in order to
address barracks that are outdated and in need of repair.
G ven the problens that the mlitary privatized housing
initiative has encountered, how wll the Departnent ensure
t hat those problens are not recreated in the barracks?

Secretary Austin: WlIl, we nunber one have to invest
I n making sure that we create the right kind of
unacconpani ed housing for our troops. And then nunber two,
we got -- we have to nmake sure that we invest in the
resources required to supervise the nai ntenance of these
facilities.

And we are doing both of those. |In this budget, we
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are asking you for $1.1 billion for unacconpani ed housi ng,
$2.2 billion for famly housing, and $171 mllion for
housi ng over si ght.

So, | think, you know, there is -- we have to -- there
is a lot of work that we need to do going forward. And |
think, we are investing in the right things, and we w |
continue to keep -- maintain an enphasis on this.

Senator G llibrand: Thank you, M. Chair.

Chai rman Reed: Thank you, Senator G I 1Ii brand.

Senat or Cotton, please.

Senator Cotton: Secretary Austin, thank you for
acknow edgi ng, in response to Senator Wcker, that Hanmas
commtted war crinmes on COctober 7th and has been committing
them every day since about using human shields. | want to
address what the protesters raised earlier, is |srael
comm tting genocide in Gaza?

Secretary Austin: Senator Cotton, | -- we don't have
any evi dence of genoci de bei ng creat ed.

Senator Cotton: So, that is a no. Israel is not
comm tting genocide in Gaza.

Secretary Austin: W don't have evidence of that to
ny know edge, vyes.

Senator Cotton: Thank you. Better than D rector
Burns and Director Haynes did | ast year -- last nonth at

the Intelligence Commttee when they dodged that question.
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You stand accused by those protestors of greenlighting
genocide. Wuld you like to respond to that accusation?

Secretary Austin: What | would say is, Senator
Cotton, fromthe very beginning is that we conmtted to
hel p assist Israel in defending its territory and its
peopl e by providing security assistance.

And | would rem nd everybody that, you know, what
happened on October 7th was absolutely horrible. And, you
know, nunbers of Israeli citizens killed, and then a couple
of hundred Israeli citizens taken hostage.

Senator Cotton: Anerican citizens as well.

Secretary Austin: Anmerican citizens as well.

Senator Cotton: So, you deny the accusation that you

greenlit genocide?

Secretary Austin: | absolutely do not.
Senator Cotton: For the record, | don't think Israel
Is commtting genocide. | don't believe you greenlit

genoci de, either. You talked a lot wth Senator Reed about
|srael's responsibility to provide aid in Gaza. Wy does
| srael have a responsibility to provide aid to Gaza?

| srael was the victimof an unprovoked, vicious attack
on Cctober 7th. Wiy should they provide aid to the
aggressor nation or aggressor -- Gaza is not a nation -- to
t he aggressors on October 7th. W didn't provide aid to

Germany and Japan during World War 11.
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Secretary Austin: W did provide aid to and
assi stance to many of the countries that we have operated
In recently.

Senator Cotton: But not in Wrld War 1I. If you had
woul d been in George Marshall's or Dwi ght Ei senhower's
position in World War 11, would you have wanted to provide
aid to Germany?

Secretary Austin: | really do believe, Senator, that
If they want to create a lasting effect in terns of
stability, then | think that sonmething needs to be done to
account -- to help the Pal estinian people.

Senator Cotton: Again, | get that, but they are in
the mddle of the war. W believed that too after Wirld
War II. That is why we had the Marshall Plan and that is
why we rebuilt Japan. But that was after the war was won,
not in the mddle of it.

And in the neantine, like it is not Israel's
responsi bility to provide aid, certainly not our
responsibility, but we are spending our tax dollars to
build this giant pier as an aid into Gaza. Wy is going to
accept that aid? Wwo is going to be at the end of the pier
on the shore taking aid from Ameri can forces?

Secretary Austin: That is still being worked out.

But there will be NGOs that that will help to distribute

t hat ai d.
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Senator Cotton: Hamas is in charge of Gaza. Wen aid
goes to Gaza, Hamas doesn't divert it or conmandeer it or
steal it, it accepts it. And anybody operating in Gaza is
under the thunb of Hamas. | just think it is very ill-
considered, and | don't think it is going to end very well.
Let me nove on to UKrai ne.

The Biden Adm ni stration has di scouraged Ukrai ne from
| aunching refinery strikes against Russia. Wiy is the
Bi den Adm ni stration di scouragi ng Ukrai ne from undert aking
sone of the nost effective attacks on Russia's war making
capabilities?

Secretary Austin: Certainly, those attacks could have
a knock on effect for -- in terns of the gl obal energy
situation and -- but quite frankly, | think Ukraine is
better served in going after tactical and operati onal
targets that can directly influence the current fight.

Senator Cotton: It sounds to ne |like the Biden
Adm ni stration doesn't want gas prices go up in an el ection
year based on all the other actions it has taken to drive
up gas prices further. But anyway, | want to turn to one
final point about the recruiting crisis our services face.

the Arny is the nost acute. It is challenging al
services, though. | have spoken to nunerous recruiters,
front line recruiters, heads of recruiting battalions. Two

of the nost common things | hear is Genesis and a | ack of
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medi cal providers to process new recruits. Do you have a
meno on your desk fromthe services to place a pause on
Genesi s?

Secretary Austin: No, not --

Senator Cotton: Have you received that, because ny
sources tell me you have received a request fromthe
services to pause the Cenesis.

Secretary Austin: You know, | talked to the services
about -- the service secretaries about Genesis, and al so
have tal ked to the service chiefs about CGenesis as well.
And | have -- | don't have know edge of any -- of that
meno, but what | wll tell you is that, you know, we are
doi ng everything we can to i nprove the nunber of health
care providers that are available and to stream ine the
operations with Cenesis.

Now, Genesis is a, you know, it is an issue that our
recruiting force had to work through, but it is not the
sol e cause of --

Senator Cotton: No, | knowit is not the sole cause.
There is a lot of other causes. | just, it cones up
constantly. And just for those listening honme, CGenesis is
not just the first book of the Bible, it is this giant
medi cal records systemthat now catches everything that has
ever happened to you.

So, you know, every drill sergeant accuses recruits of
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lying to their recruiters so they can get into the service.
But now Genesis catches all that. So, if you broke your
armand you are 12 playing peewee football, Genesis knows
it. If you were prescribed an SSRI because you were
depressed when you are 13, because your parents were
getting a bad divorce, Genesis knows it.

And you got to go through a whole lot of rigmarole to
get a waiver. Now, |ook, we can't have psychotics join the
mlitary, but if the kid was on an SSRI when he was 13,
does that really matter? Does that really matter? |f he
broke his armwhen he was 13 -- he can't have a degenerate
bone condition, but he broke his arm

And | know you will say, because | have heard it
before, that there is waiver approvals here. It takes a
long tine. And like, if you are |like a super gung ho
Captain Anerica kid who wants to serve above everything
el se, you will wait that tine.

But if it is going to take 120 or 150 days to join,
when you get a job at Amazon for $20 or $25 an hour, you
are going to | ose those people. | think you really need to
| ook at the way Genesis works and the approval authority.

And even if you have approval authority, you know,
whether it is an E8 out on the front lines -- or a
| i eut enant col onel at the headquarters, you are counting on

themto take what they m ght see as sone serious personal
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risk that doesn't have a |ot of reward.

That is why | think this has to be witten into
policy. M tinme is over, but | do think this is a serious
guestion for all the services, and that | would encourage
you to look at it and take action sooner rather than |ater.

Secretary Austin: | don't disagree with you, Senator.
| have been a recruiter, and | know how inportant this is
to recruiters.

And so, what we need to continue to do is upgrade what
requires a wai ver and nmake sure that we are doing
everything we can to provide enough nedi cal professionals
to be able to shorten the tinme that it takes to get that
wai ver .

And so, | think there are a nunber of things that that
we can do and should do, and we are doi ng sone of those
things. And we will continue to press on this to shorten
the tine that it takes for recruiters to get these packets
t hr ough.

Senator Cotton: Thank you.

Chai rman Reed: Thank you, Senator Cotton. Senator
Hi r ono, please.

Senator Hirono: Thank you, M. Chairman. Secretary

McCord, Secretary Austin, and CGeneral Brown, thank you very

much for your service. Senator Austin, | want to thank you
for your | eadership regarding Red H Il in Hawaii, and it
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was the right decision to close this massive Wrld War |
fuel storage facility.

Adm ral Wade and the Joint Task Force have worked
diligently alongside the State and Federal partners to
safely renove all of the fuel fromthe facility in recent
nont hs, but of course, nore work remains.

What is your view regarding the Departnent's long term
responsibility for the environnental restoration and
remedi ation efforts followng the closure of Red Hll, to
ensure that no contam nation of the aquifer that the people
of Gahu rely on for drinking water occurs now and in the
future attributable to mlitary installations or actions?

Secretary Austin: Thanks, Senator. Protecting public
health and the environnent in the comunities where we have
our troops stationed is a Departnent priority. And, you
know, we made a promise to the citizens of Hawaii to
conduct any and all necessary environnental renediation
around the Red H Il facility.

And we are going to live up to that prom se. As you
know, as you just pointed out, last nonth, JTF Red Hil
conpleted the fueling. And so, the work has transitioned
to the Departnent of the Navy now for the Red H Il closure,
efforts. And we are going to stay focused on that.

And, you know, | will continue to make sure that | get

briefed on this routinely, and nake sure that we are doing
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I mportantly, make sure that we do the right things in terns
of environnental restoration.

Senat or Hirono: Thank you for your continuing
comm tnent, because there will be long term | would say,
requirenents as to nonitoring, etcetera. So that brings ne
to anot her question that | have for you.

| am concerned about the Departnent's ability to hold
senior officials accountable follow ng major incidents such
as the fuel leak at Red H Il and the fire onboard the USS
Bonhonme Ri chard.

| amincluding a provision in this year's NDAA t hat
woul d create a new i nvestigation category to provide
consi stency when there is a catastrophic incident resulting
in a significant loss of life or billions of dollars in
t axpayer noney, to ensure those responsible are held
accountable for their actions.

Wul d you be anenable to changes in this area,
especially for catastrophic incidents such as the ones that
| cited, so that really the investigation and the
responsibility issues are before the Departnent as opposed
to the services that are invol ved?

Secretary Austin: Thank you, Senator. | have seen
your correspondence on this issue, and | have asked ny

people to take a look at this, and certainly we will do so,
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anal yze it and cone back and have a di scussion with you on
where we are. But | really appreciate your continued focus
on this.

Senator Hirono: Thank you very much. | have tal ked
about how inportant infrastructure is to readi ness, and |
know that during the |ast year's posture hearing, you
agreed that the mlitary services need to invest in
I nfrastructure to make sure our service nenbers have the
facilities they need to execute their m ssion.

However, even in the | NDOPACOM priority theater, there
are billions in infrastructure projects in Hawaii al one and
the rest of the region, either on a service or | NDOPACOM s
unfunded priority list.

Secretary Austin, how does the Departnent ensure the
I nfrastructure mai ntenance and noderni zati on needs are net
If there are nultiple critical projects in Hawaii and
t hroughout the region that are not being funded in the
Presi dent's budget?

Secretary Austin: WlIl, there -- we have, as you know
Senator, invested a lot into infrastructure and throughout
the region. And our -- the PDI, Admral Aquilino's request
for the Pacific Deterrence Initiative this year is sone
$9.9 billion, and it includes infrastructure projects. And
that is on top of the $20 billion that we have requested

over the last couple of years in support of the PDI.
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So, we continue to invest in this. And again, in
terms of specific projects, you know, the services wl|
have to continue to rank order what, you know, their
priorities are based upon, you know, what their specific
budget --what is available in their budget. But this is
very inportant to us, and it is sonething that we wl|l
continue to work on.

Senator Hirono: Wll, you testified today that tough
choi ces need to be made in near termreadi ness, which is
al so making sure that our infrastructure is maintained. |
just want to note one nore thing.

| am concerned about the cost overruns for the
Critical Drydock 3, which is the biggest infrastructure
project within the DOD repl acenent at Joint Base Pear
Har bor H ckam And despite the | essons |earned from
Port snout h Naval Shi pyard, the cost of Pearl Harbors'
drydock recently increased by over $800 mllion.

No sooner did | go and give a speech about how
I nportant this drydock is, that | amconfronted by this,
what | consider to be a nmassive cost overrun. How can we
-- | mean, | just want to note that | would like to hear
from you.

| amout of tinme right now, but we need to be a | ot
nore accurate in planning for infrastructure projects from

the beginning to enable us to better estinmate how nuch
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t hese costs are going to be because to go fromone week to
say that, you know, this is great where we |earn |essons
from Portsnouth, and then two weeks later, it is $800
mllion nore.

So, Secretary Austin, | really would |like to be
assured that we are going to keep track of what is going on
with this drydock infrastructure project in Hawaii, because
| have a feeling that | nmay be confronted with even nore
costly increases. It is a statenment that | am maki ng, and
| expect to be apprized as we go forward.

Secretary Austin: Absolutely. And you nentioned that
this drydock is inportant. It is absolutely inportant.

One of the things that happened here was that, you know, we
didn't fully appreciate the inpact of COVID on the supply
chains and sone other things. And so, that -- those
effects have | asted | onger than we anticipated, and that is
part of what is going on here.

Chai rman Reed: Thank you, Senator Hirono. Senator
Rounds, pl ease.

Senat or Rounds: Thank you, M. Chairman. Secretary
Austin, Secretary MCord, CGeneral Brown, thank you for your
service to the nation at such a tinme in history.

Cl ose coordi nati on between Congress and the
Adm nistration is critical to making sure that our troops

are resourced and postured in a way that deters conflict

fails.

M. Secretary, the -- Secretary Austin, the assessnent
of the DOD, NTIA | ed study on the el ectromagnetic spectrum
whi ch was conpleted last fall, was that the adoption of
dynam ¢ spectrumsharing is the only way that the DOD can
share the portions of the critical bands it uses to defend
our country and our forces.

Devel opi ng that capability is one of ny highest
priorities. | amaware of coordination between this
commttee and the DOD C1 O which is centered around a
denonstration project to investigate dynam c spectrum
shari ng bei ng executed sonetine at the end of 2025.

| applaud the effort, but | amalso aware of a
si mul taneous transmt and receive capability, or STAR that
Is ready for test and evaluation right now. Can you give
me your commtnent that you will investigate the STAR
capability and accelerate testing and evaluation if you
di scover that it is promsing? | can assure you that |
woul d work with you and the commttees of jurisdiction to
address any hurdles that need to be overcone to fund such
an accel erati on.

Secretary Austin: Senator, you have ny conmm t nent

that, you know, we will investigate and nake sure that, if
there is capability there, then we will work to take
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advant age of it.

But | just want to re-enphasize the point that you
made, and that is that it is really inportant that we have
access to the spectrumso that we can provide -- continue
to provide security for this country and that we can -- we
have the capability to enable all of our platforns here.

And so, | understand that there will continue to be a
demand fromthe conmmercial sector to access nore of the
spectrum but we have to do everything that we need to do
to make sure that we have the provisions to protect this
country.

And so, | appreciate your support. And | am al so
commtted to working with the Secretary of Commerce and
wi th anybody el se that can create a capability to all ow
-- to enable that dynam c sharing. So, thanks for your
efforts on that.

Senat or Rounds: Well, thank you, sir. And once
again, | think this new capability may very well be a key
to addressing this issue in an expedited basis, and |
appreci ate your agreenent to work with us on that. Thank
you, sir. General Brown, the B-21 Raider and the next gen
air dom nance platformw Il be critical in a fight agai nst
a near peer adversary. Can you briefly share why these
platforms are so essential to the Joint Force when it cones

to fighting a capable eneny in a contested environnent?
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General Brown: Well, we have an advancing threat.

And if you think about the areas we have been operating in
the course of the past several decades, we do not have
advanced threat. It was nostly a violent extrem st or

ot her countries w thout advanced threats.

What | see going forward is that with that advancing
threat, we have to nodernize and bring in capabilities that
wll not only match that threat but exceed that threat and
stay ahead of the threat. And that is why these particul ar
platforns are so inportant.

Senator Rounds: | think it says w thout question that
both of these two prograns need to nove forward, fully
funded. Right now, | think we have identified that we are
going to purchase a mninmmof 100 B-21s. | suspect that
you woul d agree with nme that that nunber may very well have
to go up if we appropriately take care of the needs that
our men in uniform nen and wonen in uniformrequire.

General Brown: | knowin ny last job, we --as the Ar
Force chief, we did talk about the aspect that we nmay need
to go above 100. | will defer to the Air Force, but | wll
just say that | amfocused as a chairman to nake sure that
we have the joint capabilities for the force and maki ng
sure that we are working very closely together with all the
services to bring that capability forward.

Senator Rounds: And how inportant is it that NGAD be
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General Brown: That is also inmportant. You know, as
you are aware, you know, the Air Force is also |ooking at a
col I aborative conbat aircraft as well to increase capacity
at a cost and create nore dilemmas for our adversari es.

Senator Rounds: Thank you. | see ny tine has
expired, M. Chairman. Thank you.

Chai rman Reed: Thank you very nuch, Senator Rounds.
Senat or Kai ne, please.

Senat or Kaine: Thank you to our wtnesses for your
service. | want to return to the heartbreaking tragedy in
| srael and Gaza. Israel, of course, nust defend itself
agai nst those who would annihilate it. No one asked the
guesti on about whether the United States had a right to
defend itself after 9/11.

| srael has that right. And that woul d include Hanas.
It would include Hezbollah. It would include Iran. It
woul d include mlitias connected to Iran. It would include
the Houthis. But in the days after the October 7th attack,
| offered this advice to the Israeli Anbassador, the United
St at es Anbassador Herzog, |learn from our own n stakes and
confine your vigorous defense to a defense agai nst Hanms,
and don't let it look like it is a war agai nst Gazans or
Pal esti nians who are not the same as Hamas, who often are

under the thunb of Hanas.
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| gave advice to the Anbassador then that the world
woul d be watching to see what happened. And there is
various bits of evidence that you | ook at to determ ne
whether this is a defense agai nst Hamas or whether it is a
war agai nst Gazans or Palestinians. First, the extent of
civilian casualties. The civilian casualties in this war
have been heart br eaki ng.

And yet, because Hanas chooses to enbed with civilian
popul ations, it is extrenely difficult to defend agai nst
Hamas w t hout that heartbreak. Second, how you tal k about
the war? Are you tal king about it as a war agai nst Hanas,
or are you nore broadly tal king about it as a war agai nst
all Gazans and Pal estini ans?

In the weeks after the October 7th attack, yes, there
was trauma. You don't necessarily say the nobst precise
t hi ng when you are traumati zed, but there were too many
statenents fromlsraeli |eadership, the President, the
def ense m ni ster suggesting we are going to shut off al
water, all food, all everything into Gaza, collectively
puni shing Gazans who are not necessarily part of Hanas.

That is unfortunate.

Third, the all owance of humanitarian aid, 500 trucks a
day were supplying the needs of these 2 mllion people into
Gaza. Ad was throttled off imedi ately. Water was turned

off. Just two days ago, the anmount of aid into Gaza hit
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300 trucks, and yesterday it got near 500 trucks six nonths
into this.

If you are not allow ng what you were all ow ng before,
food and nedicine to get to a civilian popul ation, you are
maki ng the situation worse, not better. There is no reason
the United States should have to build a pier in the
Eastern Mediterranean. There is no reason we shoul d have
to airdropped supplies, often endangering people who have
to go out into the water and get them

| applaud the President for convincing finally
President -- Prine Mnister Netanyahu to open the crossing
fromErez after it took nonths to get themto open the
crossing from Kerem Shalom But the pace of humanitarian
aidis insufficient. The w dow of our former chair,

Senator McCain, Cndy McCain, said two days ago that we are
on the verge of a catastrophic famne in Gaza, and we may
not be able to recover.

| f you wanted to maintain a vigorous war agai nst
Hamas, but not agai nst Pal estinians, you would protect
Pal estinians fromviol ence on the Wst Bank. It was
shocking to ne to hear reports fromour own U S. mlitary
officials that settlers' violence agai nst Pal estinians on
the West Bank is not only increasing, but in many
I nstances, the violence is acconpani ed by escorts from | DF

reservists and Israeli border officials who are protecting
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My understanding is that the escort phenonenon has
abated, but the violence against Pal estinians on the West
Bank has not. And finally, if you wanted to make pl ain
that it was a war agai nst Gaza, not agai nst Pal estini ans,
you woul d hol d out sone hope to Pal estinians that they
m ght have a future of autonony, as they were prom sed in
1948.

The world nade a promse to two people in 1948, that
there would be a state of Israel and a state of Pal estine
living side by side peacefully. One prom se the world has
kept. One promse the world hasn't kept. There is a
mllion reasons for that. There is a mllion reasons for
that, but the fact is, 75 years later, one prom se has been
kept and one hasn't.

And it is inportant for Palestinians to believe they
m ght have a future with autonony. It mght | ook different
than 1948, but they should believe it. Instead, |srael
| eadership in their statenents has essentially cl osed that
off. It is so very inportant that we provide assistance to
Israel to allowitself to defend against those who would
annihilate it.

It is so very inportant that we take dramatically nore
steps to encourage Israel, to push Israel, to urge |srael

and other nations to make plain that a war agai nst Gazans
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or Palestinians is going to make this worse. Cindy MCain
predicts that there will be a famne, a mass fanmine in
Gaza.

Secretary Austin, if that were to occur, if wonen and
children who are already dying but start to die in great
nunbers because of |ack of access to food or nedicine, wll
that inprove or will that de-escalate the violence in the
region, or wll that accelerate violence in the region?

Secretary Austin: It wll accelerate violence, and it
w Il have the effect of ensuring that there is a long term
conflict because of, you know, the Pal estinian peopl e have
been di sadvantaged to such a great degree.

And it doesn't have to happen, | think to your point.
| think, you know, we should continue to do everything we
can, and we are doing this to encourage the Israelis to
provi de humani tarian assi stance, to open up nore | and
routes, and to and to separate the Pal estinian people from
Hamas. Failure to do so, | think, would just create nore
terrorist --

Senator Kaine: And | amgoing to close and say, we
al ready see dangerous escalation. The U S. has had to wage
460 strikes against the Houthis who are firing into the Red
sea. They weren't really doing that in any significant
guantity until the war in Gaza start ed.

And the U S. has put our own personnel on high alert

Chai rman Reed: Thank you, Senator Kaine. Senator
Sul l'i van, pl ease.

Senator Sullivan: Thank you, M. Chairman.

Gent | enen, thank you for your testinony. | appreciate the
di scussion of the supplenental, and | woul d encourage you
to continue to talk about it, not as a Ukraine aid package,
but as a package that actually builds out our own

i ndustrial base to protect our own country, because that is
what it is.

As you nentioned, M. Secretary, it is actually closer
to 60 percent of that entire bill goes directly into the
defense industrial base. Wen you |ook at the AUKUS
dollars, it actually unlocks about $6 billion to build
subs, the weapons systemthat Xi Jinping is scared to death
of. So, | think, you know, |abeling it as Wkraine aid
isn't helpful. It should be called the Fighting
Aut horitarian Aggression Suppl emental or the Defense
I ndustrial Base Enhancenent Act.

So, | would encourage you to continue to talk about it

in that regard, and the anount it focuses on |srael and
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Taiwan. So, | think that is inportant, particularly this
week with the House. | want to get to the defense budget,
which is what you are testifying here.

Wul d you both agree, M. Chairman and M. Secretary,
that we are facing one of the nost dangerous tinmes in our
hi story since World War 117

Secretary Austin: This is one of the npbst conpl ex
times that | have seen, Senator.

Senator Sullivan: General.

General Brown: The 39 years | have been weari ng
uniform this has probably been the nbst conplex | have
seen.

Senator Sullivan: So, | know these are hard
guestions, but I amgoing to ask them You know, the
Presi dent has put forward defense inflation adjusted cuts
to the Departnent of Defense every year. Now, the chairman
mentioned well this was a House Republicans. This is the
Commander in Chief's | eadership, and he is failing on it.
Every year he puts forward Defense Departnent cuts during
one of the nobst dangerous peri ods.

Ri ght now, this budget, if it continues in the
direction the Biden Adm nistration is pushing, wll get us
bel ow 3 percent of GDP for our defense. W have only done
that four times since Wrld War Il1. Do you think being at

3 percent of GDP, or below 3 percent of GDP for the
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Departnment of Defense, neets the nonent in terns of the
dangers we are seeing right now? M. Secretary.

Secretary Austin: | think, again, operating within
the guidelines of the law --

Senator Sullivan: But | amnot asking about the |aw

| amjust saying, if we go to below -- 3 percent or bel ow,
do you think that neets the -- we have been there four
tinmes. It was nostly in the |Iate 90s when we have the so-
call ed peace dividend. |Is 3 percent of GDP for our

Department of Defense what we need during these very
dangerous tines?

Secretary Austin: No, we are -- again, we have |inked
our request to our strategy. And again, | think we had to
make sone tough choices, as | said earlier --

Senator Sullivan: General -- | amsorry to interrupt
you, M. Secretary. General, in your personal opinion, do
you think that below 3 percent of CGDP spending is what we
need to neet these dangerous tines, which we all agree are
dangerous tines?

General Brown: Well, Senator, what | really believe
on this is that we have to get a budget on tine. For the
past 15 years, we have been --

Senator Sullivan: | agree with that. Talk to Senator
Schuner - -

Senator Sullivan: W have had five years in continued
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resol utions. When the budget is on tine, it actually
| npacts our buyi ng power.

Senator Sullivan: | agree with that. But can you
answer ny question? 3 percent of GDP -- it is pretty easy

to answer. The answer is no, right.

General Brown: Senator, as a warfighter, | don't --

Senator Sullivan: M. Chairman, | would like to
submt this chart for the record. It just shows where we
have been -- four tines since Wrld War |11, we have been at
3 percent of GDP or below The answer is no. | think we
all know that. This commttee knows that. It is inportant

-- | respect both of you very nuch. Have a |ot of
experience. But it is inportant to conme before this
commttee and tell us what you believe.

None of you believe going below 3 percent of GDP is
good for the Departnent of Defense. | knowthat. | know
It is hard. The President clearly thinks it is good for
Departnent of Defense. He cuts the budget every year. It
has got to nmake your job really tough.

Let me go to an area that you understand very well,
both of you, and that is deterrence with regard to Iran.
Tom Fri edman, The New York Tines columist, recently
observed that fighting through Tehran's proxies, Hamas in
Gaza, the Houthis in Yenen, Hezbollah in Lebanon, Syria,

Shia mlitias inlraq, Iran is reaping all the benefits and
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paying virtually no costs of the work of its proxies.

| asked General Kurilla if he agreed with that. He
said yes, | think they are not paying the cost. That is
your CENTCOM Commander with regard to Iran. Vice Admral
Brad Cooper nentioned on 60 mnutes that the Houthis are
actually supplied -- being supplied by the I|ranians,
advi sed by the Iranians, trained by the Iranians, and very
I nportantly, they are receiving targeting information on
American warships in the Red sea.

So, the Iranians are providing the Houthis targeting

intel to shoot and sink the USS Carney and USS Ei senhower.

Both of you are, | think, very clear eyed on the threat
that Iran poses. You have seen themkilling our troops
over the years. General, you have had an up close -- | am

sorry, M. Secretary, you have seen that very up close with
the EFPs in Irag. Wiy are we not sinking Iranian warships,
Intel ships that are providing targeting intel to kil
Marines and Sailors from Al aska or North Dakota?

| mean, | find this outrageous. Wy are we not doing
that? Wiy are we not telling the Iranians, overtly or
covertly, next tinme you send intel to target an Anmerican
war shi p through the Houthis, we will sink your ships. Wy
aren't we doing that? That is so basic to ne. M.
Secretary, you have been very strong against |Iran your

whol e car eer.
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Secretary Austin: And | nmaintain the point that Iran
needs to be held accountable for what it is doing --
conti nues to do.

Senator Sullivan: Providing intel to kill American
sailors in the Red sea. Wy don't we sink their ships?

Secretary Austin: Attacking Iran is a different issue
and | think --

Senator Sullivan: They are attacking us.

Secretary Austin: Their proxies are attacking --

Senator Sullivan: No, they are providing intel to
kill Americans. General, your advice on this, in your
per sonal opinion?

General Brown: As the Secretary said, we wll
continue to hold Iran accountable for nmuch of this
activity. | can talk to you nore in a classified session
about sonme of the options that we are working through
shoul d one of our attacks -- our ships get attacked.

Senator Sullivan: This is not an unreasonabl e
position that | amproposing. Here is the problem and I
have tal ked to the CNO of the Navy. There was this barrage
agai nst the USS Carney -- 28 missiles and drones recently
fromthe Houthis.

| f one of those slipped through and sunk that ship,

t he President would have pressure to go to war with Iran.

My viewis we should just tell themright now, enough
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Qperation Praying Mantis, | know you are both famliar with
t hat .

That was very successful operation. W sank Iranian
war shi ps when they were mning the Persian Gulf. So,
would like to talk to you nore about this in the classified
setting, but | don't think it is even a difficult decision.
Thank you, M. Chairman.

Senator King: Thank you, M. Chairman. One of the
guotes attributed to Mark Twai n, which has never been
verified, but if he didn't say it, he should have, which is
that history doesn't always repeat itself, but it usually
rhymes.

In the late 1930s, there was a very deliberate and
sophi sticated Nazi propaganda effort in the United States
up to and including nenbers of Congress to affect Anerican
opi nion and political opinion toward the Nazi regine and
the defense of Europe. And it worked until Pearl Harbor.

Today, Chairman McCaul and Chairman Turner in the
House have both acknow edged a very sophisticated and
concentrated Russian m sinformati on and propaganda attenpt
here in the United States to affect our public policy
toward UKrai ne.

And i ndeed, both of them acknow edged that this has,
up to and i ncludi ng nenbers of Congress. Do you see, M.

Secretary, a danger to this country fromthis kind of
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concerted, conscious, msinfornmation canpaign on the part
of the Russians?

Secretary Austin: Absolutely, Senator. And that
danger increases on a daily basis. And to your point, it
I s sophisticated to the degree that people don't know that
-- you know, where the, the information is com ng from and
how Russia is doing these kinds of things. But, again,
there is a danger.

Senator King: Well, it is one of the vulnerabilities
that we have is also our greatest strength, which is the
openness of our society, the First Amendnent, free speech.
The vul nerability is that our denocracy is based upon
information, and if the information streamis conpron sed
by a foreign actor, that endangers our country.

One of ny concerns is that it is very difficult to
def end agai nst such attacks. W don't want to be censoring
the internet. W don't want to be censoring free and
-- free flow of information. Qur whol e defense strategy in
every other area is deterrence. |In other words, that is
-- deterrence is the key to our defense strategy. It has
been for 75 years. Except in cyber and m sinfornation.

| woul d hope that you woul d take back to CYBERCOM and
the NSA the necessity of a deterrent. That is the
adversary, in this case Russia, if you are going to neddle

in our politics, in our system in our information pool, in

a deliberate and conscious way, you will pay a price for
that. Not necessarily kinetic, but it could be cyber, it
could be sanctions, it could be others. But one of ny
problens is that there doesn't seemto be a deterrent in
this field, which indeed is the new frontier of warfare.
M. Secretary, | hope you will take that thought back.

| f deterrence works in nuclear policy, in conventional
kinetic policy, it also can work in this new frontier of

m sinformation to underm ne the National Security of this

country.
Secretary Austin: | will take that back and we w ||
take it for action. We will drill on possibilities to

create that deterrent effect that you are tal king about.

Senator King: | amafraid if we don't do that, it is
just going to continue. There is no reason why it
shouldn't. It is cheap for them and it is very damagi ng
to this country. Wth regard to Gaza, Senator Kaine |laid
out the situation very effectively. It has becone apparent
-- | met with Prime Mnister Netanyahu in January.

The President has talked to himrepeatedly. You use
the word encourage. It has becone apparent to ne that the
current governnent of Israel needs nore than encouragenent.
And | was surprised that at the very week that the World
Kitchen attack occurred and the continuing humanitarian

crisis, that the Adm nistration approved the transfer of
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additional nmunitions to Israel, particularly offensive
muni tions. 2,000 pound bonbs are not defensive, they are
of fensive, and they are not very precision.

Wiy did the Adm nistration nake that decision? It
seens to ne the President's hand woul d be strengthened
significantly if he had said, we are going to pause this
pl anned conveyance of these offensive weapons until we see
sonme serious attention to the humanitarian crisis and al so
to the problemof civilian casualties.

Secretary Austin: So, | had the opportunity to speak
with my counterpart on his attack, and | was very upfront
in ternms of, you know, how horrific this was and the fact
that they needed to be investigated and people held
account abl e.

We are seeing sone of that activity. In terns of
-- as the President engaged the Prine mnister, | won't
speak to that, you know, the contents of that conversation,
but it clearly had an effect. W have seen changes in
behavi or, and we have seen nore humanitarian assistance
bei ng pushed into Gaza.

There needs to be nore still. But, again, | think,
you know, the President's conversation did have a positive
effect. Now, hopefully that trend will continue but that's
left to be seen.

Senator King: WlIl, again, | think all of us feel
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| srael absolutely has a -- not only a right, but a
responsibility to defend itself. But it is the conduct by
whi ch they are doing so that is actually hurting |srael.
That is what bothers ne.

| consider nyself a friend of Israel. And by not
separating the Palestinian civilians from Hamas, they are
playing into Hamas's hands. \When you kill a civilian
child, their parents are not going to be very synpathetic
to the people that |let that bonb | oose.

And ny concern is that particularly when those bonbs
are comng fromthis country, we have a responsibility as
well in terns of that -- the way that war is being
conduct ed, because we are engaged also in terns of the
supply of the weapons.

Chai rman Reed: Thank you, Senator King. Let ne
recogni ze Senator Craner, please.

Senator Craner: Thank you, M. Chairman. Thank you,
gentl enmen, for being here and for your service to our
country. General Brown, | amgoing to start with you.
amgoing to follow up on a nunber of things that ny
col | eagues have brought up, but | want to ask you very
specifically, is it your best mlitary advice to the
Commander in Chief, and the Secretary of Defense to cut
-- continue to cut the defense budget to the point where we

are now bel ow 3 percent of our GDP? |Is that your best
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mlitary advice?

General Brown: You know, | give nore advice on our
operational capability, but --

Senator Cramer: You guys are very good at not
answering questi ons.

General Brown: But | will also tell you, one of the
things we will do is actually continue to advocate for the
resources required for the Joint Force. And this is an
area that | will continue to work on not only with the
-- ny boss, the Secretary, but also with this commttee.

Senator Cramer: M. Secretary, Senator Cotton asked

you about, you know, striking energy assets in Russia,

particularly refineries. 1Isn't -- and you sort of said
maybe there is a better place. | don't want to say that is
what you said, but better places for themto strike. Isn't
energy -- hasn't energy becone a weapon in the war in

Russi a and Wkraine, and frankly, in Iran?

In fact, regarding Iran, | think sonebody said that
the position of the Admnistration is to make Iran pay for
what they have done, and we will tal k about, you know, sone
of those options, General, in the other session. But
aren't sanction waivers for Iran -- | mean, that doesn't
seem|ike a great way to nake them pay.

They have now been able to use oil to build their

reserves, their financial reserves, sone $4 billion, which
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Is what they had at the end of the Trunp Adm nistration to
$75 billion today. So, isn't energy, aren't energy assets
actually alnost like hitting say, you know, a mlitary

si de?

General Brown: They can and will have, eventually
have an inpact on a country's ability to produce mlitary
capability. There is no question. The question is, if you
are in a fight and you are fighting for your life, is that
nost inportant to you or is sonething -- can sonething el se
be addressed that is, that can affect the battlefield, the
current battlefield, nore effectively?

Senator Cranmer: Ckay. |If | buy that, couldn't we be
doing at |east nore on our part to provide sone of those
much cl eaner energy resources rather than letting Iran, for
exanple, continue to sell to China, another adversary, and
build up their reserves?

Leaving that for a mnute, | want to get to sonething
even nore specific and sonething that I was planning to
bring up before all this canme up, and that is and won't
surprise either one of you, that | continue to be
concerned, and your Conbatant Commanders are soundi ng the
al arm about the Air Force continually not only elimnating
| egacy and current | SR assets, but now future | SR assets,
with the hope that sonehow | ower earth orbiting satellites

are going to solve the day.
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And | know you w Il say, because we al ways hear, well,
t he Conbat ant Conmanders never have enough ISR They w |
al ways say they don't have enough. But their concern is
escal ating along with the deterioration of our airborne ISR
assets.

| know about the priorities, and we need to do nore,
but could General Brown maybe, now that you have this
broader responsibility than just the Air Force, nmaybe you
coul d speak to that a little bit for ne and help nme feel
better about it, and again, we can talk about it in nore
detail later.

General Brown: Senator, | appreciate the question.
And | will just tell you, based on experience, having been
a Deputy Commander to Conbat Conmand, Air Command
Commander, as well as a Service Chief, and now as a
Chairman, | do think about all the capabilities that we
have and | SR is one of those.

And this, I wll just say, is one of the nore
contentious issues that we have across the Joint Force.
The things we are going to have to continue to do is this,
not only look at the I SR that we do have to keep that
novi ng, but at the sanme tinme, | ook at opportunities,
particularly -- and you nentioned space based capabilities.

That is going to give us access into areas we can't

get with sone of the | SR that we have today. And so it is
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a conbi nation of things of how we work together with the
Joint Force, and this is an area that | amfocused on with
the Joint Chiefs and the Conbat Commands to ensure that we
are nmaki ng best use of the resources that we do have, the
capabilities in ISR but I would also say all the other
capabilities that we provide for the Joint Force and how we
bal ance that out to nmake sure we are putting it in the
right place at the right tinme, to provide those gateways.

And so, | amhaving pretty deep conversations with the
conbat commanders and with the Joint Chiefs on these very
t opi cs about how do we ensure that we are identifying
areas, like ISR that we need to continue to resource, and
how we best do that across the service and across the Joint
For ce.

Senator Craner: FEarlier -- | can't renenber who was
aski ng the questions, but you brought up CCA as a force

multiplier. M term not yours, but | think that is the

termcomonly used. | think it was in responses to NGAD.
But | just want to wap up wth this nmaybe adnonition
or -- please, please, please, as you -- whether we are

tal king about CCA or we are tal king about sonething new in
space, we have got to find a way to nove at the speed of
Chi na.

And we have talked a little bit about that with regard

to R&D, with regard to procurenent. W have got to knock
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down sone of these barriers, and please ask us for help if
we need to do some things froma policy standpoint so that
our innovators are in the fight with you, rather than just
the three or four prines that have the sanme bureaucratic
traditions that, frankly, the mlitary has. W have got to
becone faster. Wth that, M. Chairnman, thank you.

Chai rman Reed: Thank you very nuch, Senator Craner.
Senat or Warren, please.

Senat or Warren: Thank you, M. Chairman. Secretary
Austin, under your |eadership, the United States has made
preventing civilian harma top priority. You have
repeatedly said that it is both a noral and a strategic
| mperative.

| have pressed the DOD to take this issue nore
seriously for years. And in 2022, DOD issued its Cvilian
Harm M tigati on and Response Action Plan, which directs the
Departnent to systematically take steps to prevent,
mtigate, and respond to civilian harm Policy nmakes cl ear
that we expect our mlitary partners to prioritize civilian
harm prevention as wel|.

Since Cctober, Israeli strikes have killed over 30,000
Pal estinians, the majority of them are wonen and chil dren.
Raf ah has becone the | atest refuge of Pal estinian
civilians, is now hone to nore than 1.4 mllion people.

G ven the nunber of civilians there, the Biden
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Adm ni stration has repeatedly urged Israel not to attack
Raf ah, saying that doing so would be "a disaster.

Secretary Austin, do you think an attack on Rafah that
kills another 30,000 civilians would enhance either U S. or
| sraeli security?

Secretary Austin: Thank you, Senator. There is no
qguestion that there have been far too many civilian
casualties in this conflict, far too nmany.

And what we continue to enphasize to the Israelis is
that, you know, civilians in that battle space need to be
not only evacuated but properly taken care of once they are
evacuated out of that battle space, before anything is
cont enpl at ed.

And, you know, this is a point that | have stress with
my counterpart on a nunber of occasions just recently as
yesterday -- and again, it cannot be, going forward, what
we have seen in the past in terns of the type of activities
that we have seen in Gaza City and in Khan Yunis.

Far too many civilians have been killed as a result of
conbat operations, and they need to get civilians out of
that battl e space around Rafah.

Senator Warren: All right. So, the United States has
an inportant responsibility here, because we are the ones
giving the Israeli Defense Forces the bonbs that they are

usi ng to destroy hones and hospitals and refugee canps.
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At the President's direction, through his February
Nat i onal Security menorandum the Departnent of Defense and
the State Departnent are currently assessi ng whet her |srael
is in conpliance with international humanitarian | aw.

There are serious concerns that Israel is not conplying
with the international humanitarian | aw.

According to recent investigations by Plus 972 and The
Guardi an, Israeli intelligence officials allege that the
| DF often deliberately prefers to wait until its targets
are at hone, anong their children and nei ghbors, to | aunch
a strike.

Secretary Austin, | understand that civilians are
often at risk in a tinme of war, but would the United States
systematically choose to execute on mlitary strikes that
are nore likely to kill civilians, including children?

Secretary Austin: Absolutely not. Just the opposite.
You know, we routinely go out of our way to nmake sure that
we do everything we can to mnimze civilian casualties.
Even with that, even with extraordinary efforts, there will
be coll ateral damage and casualties fromtinme to tinme. But
it is sonething that we really work hard to prevent.

Senator Warren: Yes. Thank you, M. Secretary. U S
policy explicitly states that we expect our allies to neet
t he sane standards that we do to prevent and mtigate

civilian harm Israel is failing to do that in its bonbing
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Under your | eadership, DOD has nade significant
progress in putting policies in place to protect civilians.
But we al so need to push our closest allies to neet the
sane standard and to cut off U S. support if they refuse to
do so. Thank you, M. Chairman.

Chai rman Reed: Thank you very nuch, Senator \Warren.
Senat or Scott, please.

Senator Scott: Thank you, M. Chairman. Thank you
each of you for being here. Thank you for your service.
First, I want to tal k about Honestead. | amfrom Fl orida.
The -- we watch what China's doing in Latin Anmrerica.

W watch what Russia is doing. W watch what Iran is
doing. W know we have a Chi nese spy station in Cuba.
have tal ked to Chairman Brown, Secretary Kendall, General
Ri chardson about the inportance of Honestead Air Force
Base, and it is froma standpoint of power projection, and
the need to have a flying m ssion.

And | think all of them have agreed the inportance of
Honestead. So, Secretary Austin, do you believe that
homestead is inportant for power projection to Latin
Anerican, and should we have a flying m ssion there? And
will we get a flying mssion there?

Secretary Austin: Honestead Air Reserve Base is

strategically located, and it provides val uabl e
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contributions to our efforts in the SOUTHCOM AOR. And

-- we continue to be grateful for your support for
Honmestead. | know that there has been questions about
whet her or not we are going to close Honestead. And | can
tell you that that is not under consideration right now.

Senator Scott: R ght. Nunber two, China. China has
el ected to be our eneny. No ifs, ands, or buts about it.
We finally got through the NDAA an elimnation of the
Federal Governnent's ability to buy Chinese drones, but |
don't personally understand how t he Departnent of defense
woul d ever buy anything nmade i n China.

Specifically, to you, Secretary Austin, do you believe
t hat we ought to be buying Chinese |ighter systens to use
on our vehicles or Chinese conputers, which are connected
to our top secret networks?

Secretary Austin: | do not. And | also -- we wll
work hard and are working hard to nmake sure that our supply
chains are not vul nerable to manipul ati on by adversari es.
So, it is inportant to us to nake sure that we don't have,
you know, elenents from our adversaries included in our
weapons systens and repair parts and you nane it. So, this
is sonething that we pay very, very close attention to.

Senator Scott: Right. So, | wll take that if we
propose things where we are going to prevent DCOD, our

Federal Governnent to buying Chinese products, you will be
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supportive. Next, let's talk about Israel.

| just got back fromlsrael. Mt with the Prine
Mnister, nmet wwth the war cabinet. | went to the Nova
FilmFestival. | talked to famlies that [ost their |oved
ones there. | went to a kibbutz that | had been to in
2019, where 63 people were nurdered by Hanmas. Hanmas, about
half a mle fromthere.

And there is a video of a young |ady that was about to
be and was nurdered by Hanas. | went to a house where a
not her was burned alive. | went where babies were killed.
It is disgusting.

What | found in ny conversation there is that the
-- in contrast to what sonme of ny coll eagues have said, the
IDF is absolutely commtted to the safety of Pal estini ans.
They have zero interest in killing civilians.

And actually, they put a lot of effort into making
sure that that doesn't happen. M takeaway, this was
-- they don't understand why the Biden Adm ni stration
doesn't try to hold Qatar accountable. Wy they don't
-- because everybody believes that Qatar can get the
host ages out today. And | nmet with Anerican hostage
fam lies.

And | nmet with them-- you know, sone have famlies

alive and sone that have bodies still in, in Gaza. They
don't -- they there's not a | ot of understandi ng of what
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Ameri can host ages hone.

And then the last thing is that a | ot of people | have
tal ked to don't understand why they would -- the Biden
Adm ni stration would attack Israel for the civilian deaths,
whi ch were horrible on the humanitarian effort that was
done. W are including where the Kitchen program was done,
where even Anmerican was Kill ed.

At the sanme tinme, the Biden Adm nistration has done
not hi ng to hold anybody accountable for the 13 service
warriors death at the Kabul airport or the death of
I nnocent Afghan famly, killed in a U S. drone strike
during the w thdrawal .

So, three questions, do you believe that we ought to
demand accountability by Qatar? Should the Biden
Adm ni stration do nore to get our hostages hone? And
three, why do we demand -- why does the Biden
Adm ni stration demand accountability -- which actually
| srael did do an investigation, but to ny understanding, we
have never done an investigation to hold anybody
accountable for the drone strike that killed an Af ghan
famly or do anything about the 13 service nenbers that
died at the Kabul airport.

Secretary Austin: Regarding the recovery of hostages

in Israel, this has been a priority for the United States
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since the very beginning. The President and all the senior
| eader shi p have been focused on this and doi ng everything
possible to try to get these hostages rel eased, and that
wor k conti nues.

| know you have seen Director Burns go back and forth
to the Mddle East, working with his counterparts on this
I ssue. We remain hopeful that we will see novenent at sone
point in the future. But this is very, very inportant.

And again, Hamas is responsible ultimately for, you know,

what has -- for the beginning -- for the start of this war.
This brutal attack on Israel and the killing of
| sraeli citizens and Anericans, it was just -- it is

unt hi nkabl e, quite frankly. But having said that, there
have been far too many civilian casualties, and you know, |
think there is a way to be successful operationally and
tactically, and also protect civilians.

The two are not nutually exclusive, Senator. And I
think we just need to see a better job in terns of being
nore precise and protecting the civilian popul ati on.

Senator Scott: How about Qatar?

Secretary Austin: | amsorry?

Senator Scott: How about Qatar hol ding them-- denand

accountability. | nean, they have got Hamas | eaders

sitting in-- living in luxury. And the Biden

Adm nistration, as far as | can tell, has done nothing to
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Secretary Austin: W do have a mlitary base there,
and it is very inportant to us. And Qatar has done a | ot
to hel p get hostages rel eased, and they continue that work.

And so, you know -- and | -- you know, | have tal ked
to the | eadership in Qatar. | know the | eadership there.
And | can tell you, they are intensely focused on making
sure that we can get hostages rel eased as soon as possi bl e.

Chai rman Reed: Thank you, Senator Scott. Senator
Peters, please.

Senator Peters: Thank you, M. Chairman. Secretary
Austin, General Brown, as you know very well, the Air Force
plans to field several different types of collaborative,
conbat aircraft with varying capabilities, including
surveil l ance, janmm ng, and decepti on.

These CCAs, conbined with both fifth and sixth
generation fighters, will certainly play a significant role
In disrupting as well as defeating our adversaries counter
air operations in any future conflict.

However, maintaining air superiority is also going to
require that all conponents, including the National Guard,
train wwth CCAs in real world training environnents. These
training opportunities found in locations |ike we have in
M chi gan, the National Al Domain Warfighting Center,

think wll be likely to play a very key role in realizing

89
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that potential .

So, ny question for both of you, Secretary Austin and
then General Brown, with this in mnd, how can active duty,
reserve and guard conponents, best prepare for CCA
Integration and training, given the near term acquisition
of these uncrewed autononpus systens that we are going to
see in the near future. Secretary Austin, if you would
answer first, please.

Secretary Austin: Well, as you woul d i magi ne,
Senator, | remain focused on naking sure that we have the
right mx of capabilities to execute our strategy. And I
W ll just speak to the point that the CCA capability is
really, really inportant, and it will ensure that we
mai ntain a conpetitive edge in the future. And this is
sonet hing that our Air Force has been working on for quite
sone tine.

And we are asking to invest in this, continue to
invest in this in this budget. But your specific question
about the training of reserve pilots, you know, perhaps I
will let the chairman speak to that, because he is a pretty
good F-16 pilot and understands that -- the training
requi rements, very, very well.

But | would just enphasize that this is a trenendous
capability. W are investing in the right things. And the

total force at sone point needs to have that capability.
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Senat or Peters: Thank you. General Brown.

General Brown: Senator Peters, thanks for the
question. And as -- | think about the Joint Force -- as a
joint warfighter, | often think and address the total force
and its active guard, reserve, and our civilians.

And in my role as -- ny previous role as an Air Force
Chief, as we started the path on coll aborative conbat
aircraft, we looked at it froma total force perspective
and will apply that capability to nake sure it is in al
three conponents across United States A r Force.

| would al so add, as we go down the path of uncrewed
systens, not only in the air but maritinme and other areas,
how we | everage that capability with our -- aspects of Air
Force will be nost inportant to ensure we are able to, you
know, have the full capability, you know, not only from our
active force, but also fromour guard and reserve as wel |

Senator Peters: R ght. WIIl, General Brown, as a
former fighter pilot, you know better than anyone t hat
aerial refueling is a foundation of global nobility and
power projection for the U S. Air Force.

And | amthrilled that Mchigan will continue to
support this m ssion as we wel cone a squadron of 12 KC- 46
refueling tankers to Selfridge Air National Guard Base.
The capabilities of the KC-46 wll support our current and

future fighter and bonber m ssions for decades to cone.
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And | think their value to the Joint Force was again
highlighted in last year's multinational nobility exercise,
Mobility Guardian '23. But ny question for you, GCeneral
Brown, is what strategic role do you see the KC-46 is
playing in the Indo-Pacific, and howw || they really
contribute to our broader National Security goal s?

General Brown: Well, as you highlight the -- our
tankers are strategic assets, and it actually allows us to
be able to nove conbat power around the world |ike no other
country and -- to include the Indo-Pacific.

And so, what it does is it increases our conbat reach
and our conbat effectiveness with these tankers. And
having flown the KCG46, it is an outstanding airplane. It
ari ses where -- you know, bring it in on, we are |earning
sonme things about the airplane.

But, as you highlight, Mbility Guardian | ast year was
a great opportunity for us to show not only what we could
do with the KC-46, but with the rest of our nobility force
I n support of a potential conflict in the Indo-Pacific.

Senator Peters: Thank you, gentlenen. Thank you, M.
Chai r man.

Chai rman Reed: Thank you, Senator Peters. For the
know edge of everyone, the first of two votes has begun.
And | et ne recognize Senator Tuberville.

Senator Tuberville: Thank you, M. Chairman. Good
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norni ng, gentlenen. How are you all? Secretary Austin,
glad to have you back. You look |ike you are in good

pl ayi ng shape. So, | know you have had a tough coupl e of
nont hs, but we are glad you are back.

Secretary McCord don't go to sl eep onus over there,
and | amgoing to ask you a question. It is ny
under st andi ng, the work that we have done, ny staff, we
have spent $300 billion since 2014 in Ukraine. Does that
sound about right to you? | know that is before your tine.

M. MCord: That does sound high to ne. W did about
$300 million a year for Ukraine for a nunber of years. And
then just in the last two years, we have done about $40.
So, if you are tal king whol e of Government, it m ght be
-- | would have to check. But for DOD, that does sound
hi gh.

Senat or Tuberville: Yes. Wll, ny staff |ooked into
it. It is about $300 billion, their best guesstinate.

Ri ght now, we are we are printing or borrow ng $80, 000 per
second. $4.6 mllion a mnute.

We can't sustain that nmuch longer. W got to find the
best ways to spend our noney. The DOD | nspector GCeneral
has said that there is 50 crimnal investigations going on
right now fromnoney sent to Ukraine.

By the way, one of the nbst corrupt countries in the

world. Are you famliar with that, Secretary Austin?
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Secretary Austin: Wiat | amfamliar with is that we
have given our Inspector General the access that he needs
to be able to exercise oversight. And we have just
I ncreased his authorization in ternms of nunber of people to
have forward there.

That is really inportant. But in ternms of nonies,
specific nonies that are being provided to Ukraine, we
don't -- as you know, Senator, we don't provide noney. W
provide, security assistance in a way of equipnent,
muni tions, and that sort of stuff.

And we replenish -- when we repl enish the things that
we have taken out of our own stock to provide to Ukraine,

t hat work comes through our industrial base. You know,
our, you know, conpanies in Al abama are helping to create
t he weapon systens to replace those systens that we

provi ded to Ukrai ne.

Senat or Tubervill e: But | want to --

Secretary Austin: In ternms of specific cases that the
| G may be referring to, | don't have know edge of that.
Senator Tuberville: Yes. | also want to rem nd you,

we are building nmunitions in our country and in Al abama we
do build quite a few, boats, submarines, mssiles, and
those things. But we do spend a | ot of noney out of the
country on munitions, because our industrial base is not

what -- near what it used to be. General, can Ukrai ne wi n?
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Secretary Austin: Yes, yes.

Senator Tuberville: And what does that |ook Iike?

Secretary Austin: Well, what we have said all al ong
is we want to see Ukraine renmain a sovereign, independent,
and denocratic state that has the ability to defend its
sovereign territory and deter aggression. And that has
been our aimfromthe very beginning, and it remains our
aim But yes, they can be successful.

Senator Tuberville: | heard Secretary Blinken say
| ast week in Brussels that Wkraine wll soon be a NATO Do
you agree with that?

Secretary Austin: That is the goal of the NATO
menbers is to at sone point bring Ukraine into NATO. And
that is certainly sonething that Ukraine wants to see.

Senator Tuberville: |If you are Russia, would you want
that? | amjust asking. | nmean, we are playing ganes with
Russia right now. | just want to understand why we would
do that.

Secretary Austin: Certainly, if |I was Russia, | would
not want that, Senator. | would also not want Finland and
Sweden to be a part of NATO and they are. And the reason
that they are is because Putin invaded his neighbor.

And, you know, w thout provocation, wthout
justification. And so, that is why we want -- well, that

Is where we are where we are. And, you know, instead of
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maki ng things better for hinself, he enlarged -- he had the
effect of enlarging NATO, which obviously creates worse
conditions for him

Senator Tuberville: Do we have 12 Cl A bases in
Ukrai ne? Can you answer that in this setting?

Secretary Austin: ClA bases? Before --

Senat or Tuberville: | got this out of The New York
Tinmes, which | don't read very often, but --

Secretary Austin: | wll defer that question to the
Director of the CIA Senator.

Senator Tuberville: Al right. Thank you. General
Brown, just a quick question. | had the opportunity to
travel bases all over the world since | have had this job
three nonths -- or three years. Qur norale is not very
good.

Qur recruiting is really dropping. Wat are you doing
to help solve that problen? W need a strong mlitary.
And a lot of themtell ne, they say basic, Coach, |isten,
we are taking all these classes.

It has nothing to do with killing our adversary. It
I s about getting along wth each other. And | can
understand part of that. But we also need a killing
machi ne. \What is your answer to that?

General Brown: Well, as | said in ny opening

statenent, honing our warfighting skills has prinmacy in al
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we do. And part of building a joint warfighting teamis
being able to build a team And | know you are fully aware
of that based on your background.

And so, it is the work that we do with each one of
t hose service nenbers to bring themand give themall the
opportunity and full potential to nake this nost | ethal
conbat, credible force in the world.

Senator Tuberville: How do we stop people from
getting out of the mlitary?

General Brown: Senator, | will tell you, | can give
you the nunbers, but our retention right now across all the
services is really good. Qur recruiting is --

Senator Tuberville: | would love to see that.

General Brown: Qur recruiting is also trending up
here. In the course of the past several weeks, | have sat
down with recruiters fromall the various services. | went
toamlitary entrance processing station here to talk to
t hem about their process as well.

Genesis was highlighted earlier. It is a system and
there is sonme things we can do better. And | gave them
sone feedback while | was here.

And so, recruiting is on the upswing. And the thing I
would -- last thing | will close onis, we need to talk
about the value of service and talk about what it is to

wear the uniform and the great opportunity, whether you
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spent four years or four decades, is really inportant.

And what serving in our mlitary or serving at al
within our nation and the inpact it can have. And | think
that those are things that we can continue to do together.

Senator Tuberville: And | totally agree with you.

Qur mlitary is about people. It is not really about
machi nes and all those things. It is about people. So,
t hank you.

Chai rman Reed: Thank you, Senator Tuberville.
Senat or Rosen, please.

Senator Rosen: Well, thank you, Chairman -- Chairnman
Reed. And thank you, Ranking Menber Wcker is not here,
but we thank himin his absence.

And | want to thank Secretary Austin, Secretary
McCord, and, of course, General Brown for being here, for
testifying, and for all your service and hard work. | want
to start to talk a little bit about |srael and defending
agai nst Iran, because the Cctober 7th terrorist attack on
| srael nmust never be allowed to take place again.

The U.S. security assistance to Israel nust therefore
conti nue uni npeded. But Israel's security has only becone
nore conplicated in recent weeks and nonths, as it not only
wor ks to defeat Hamas and free the hostages, but also faces
frequent threats and attacks by Iran and its proxies |like

Hezbol | ah and of course so nmany ot hers.
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So, Secretary Austin, beyond the House finally passing
t he Senate passed suppl enental security package, which | am
fighting for, what nore can be done to help |Israel defend
itself, including fromwhat are reportedly inmnent threats
fromlran?

Secretary Austin: W are doing a lot, Senator. And

first of all, thanks for your support for the suppl enental.
And |ike you, | hope, sincerely hope that we can get this
across the goal line in the near future here.

The chairman and | talk to our counterparts frequently
and assess what additional things that we could be doing to
help Israel, try to understand, you know, what their
priorities are, and our direction of travel is.

And again, we do in those conversations, tal k about
the necessity to protect civilians, as you woul d expect,
and to provide humanitarian assi stance. But we are doing
everything we can to nake sure that we get them what they
need, as quickly as possible. And again, | would expect
that things would, as the nature of this fight begins to
change to becone a nore precision fight, their requirenents
wll -- should change a bit.

And so, we will stay abreast of their needs, and we
wll continue to provide security assistance as quickly as
we can. But we remain conmtted to hel ping Israel defend

Itself, but we expect that they, you know, would execute
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operations responsi bly.

And again, these are constant conversations that we
have.

Senat or Rosen: Thank you. | want to nove on to,
Secretary McCord, and tal k about renote bases and incentive
pay/ and, of course, General Brown, you know, about Creech
Air Force Base a little bit outside of Las Vegas, renote.

But Secretary McCord, | want to ask you about this
I ssue facing Nevada service nenbers stationed at Creech Air
Force Base and at Naval Air Station Fallon, and of course,
everyone who is stationed at other rural or renote
I nstallati ons who have to commute many, nany mles to get
to the base fromwhere they live.

Creech and Fall on have very |imted housing nearby, so
the vast majority live either in Las Vegas or in the Reno
regi on, respectively, each or both about an hour away. It
I's an even |l onger commute for Creech Airnen who have to
drop off their kids for childcare, utilize other services
at Nellis Air Force Base, which is on the opposite end of
t own.

So, Secretary McCord, given the long travel distances
and, of course, the challenges that servicenenbers have to
face when they travel these distances between their hone
and their duty station, is the Departnent considering

providing a stipend to alleviate the cost?
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And if not, how can Congress ensure that it does? W
have a | ot of challenges, and our renpte bases is just one.

M. MCord: Senator, | wll need to consult with ny
col I eagues in Personnel and Readi ness as well, who w |
often make the final recommendation to the Secretary and
where we m ght go on benefits that we are authorized to do.

And, of course, we need to work with the commttee if
it is not sonething we have the authority to do. First
things we tend to | ook at, of course, are housing costs in
the area where you are stationed.

You know, in some cases there is a CONUS COLA. Your
Issue is alittle nore unique to a couple phases, and |
don't know that we have a particul ar proposal on the table
wor king, but I wll check with ny coll eagues and get back
to you.

Senat or Rosen: Thank you. We wll ook forward to
that. And | want to continue with you, Secretary Austin,
on sonme of these chall enges that our servicenen and wonen
have wi th affordabl e housing and chil dcare, because in
order to build aresilient mlitary force, we have to neet
the critical needs of service nenbers' famlies.

Two of the greatest areas they face in these
chal | enges are affordable housing, like | said, affordable
childcare. So, what additional authorities or funding does

the Departnent of Defense need to inprove this access to
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af fordabl e housing and really inportantly, affordable
chi | dcare?

When we tal k about Creech, those drones go 24 hours a
day, 365 days a year. They need childcare. And so how do
we ensure that our service nenbers can fully focus on their
duties?

Secretary Austin: Regarding housing, as you may have
heard ne say earlier, Senator, we -- in terns of famly
housi ng, we are investing -- we are asking to invest sone
to $2 billion in this budget.

And then, $1.1 billion in unacconpani ed housi ng. And
it is inportant to note that $171 mllion is being carved
out for oversight of our housing efforts. So, this is very
I nportant. W are al so, you know, increasing the basic
al l owance for housing. W have increased the BAH sone 20
percent since 2023.

And | think that is material. That is neaningful to
our troops. And | go out and talk to them about it and
they really appreciate that. So, thanks for your support
in that regard. Your comments on childcare, | could -- |
absol utely agree with.

Just had our senior enlisted | eaders together and we
nmeet on occasion to talk about what is inportant to the
force, and this is one area that they continue to raise

that, you know, we need to work together to inprove, and we
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assistance in terns of helping themw th childcare fees.

We are investing in childcare facilities, you know,
sonme -- | think sone $4 billion or so that we are asking

for to -- for new childcare facilities in the '25 budget.

And al so, we are investing in the quality of the workforce.

We, you know, we have seen that the nore we can do to
recruit the right -- a better quality of workforce, is
going to continue to help us. And so, we have invested in
t hat as paying dividends. W need to do nore.

Chai rman Reed: Thank you, Senator Rosen.

Senat or Rosen: Thank you very nuch.

Chai rman Reed: Senator Budd, please.

Senator Budd: Thank you, M. Chairman. And thank
you, gentlenen, for being here. M. Secretary, in your
witten testinony, you state that, and | quote, "the
Departnment continues to prioritize investnents in our
activities and infrastructure to reinforce security and
stability in the Indo-Pacific region."

So, | amall about prioritization, but it is hard to
square that when the Departnent has done so and properly
prioritized deterrence in the Indo-Pacific, when we are
told that there is at least $11 billion in unfunded
requi rements for the | NDOPACOM

Over the weekend, this commttee received a letter
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from Secretary McCord in fulfillnment of your, M.
Secretary, responsibility to submt a report that
prioritizes matters identified as unfunded priorities by
the senior mlitary officers of the services and conbat ant
commands.

So, M. Secretary, is there a reason that you chose
not to rank prioritize the list of unfunded priorities
submtted to this commttee?

Secretary Austin: Qur npbst pressing priority
currently, Senator, is to try to get the suppl enental pass.
And if we can get that through, | think that will help us
In a nunber of ways. And so, | certainly appreciate the
Senate's help in terns of, you know, the bill that you
passed, and | woul d hope that we woul d see sone progress on
this going forward.

Qur conmmanders are required by law to submt unfunded
priority list. W encourage and require commanders, and
service chiefs, and secretaries, to invest in their base
budget. Wat? You know what, what's needed to, to nake
sure that we can naintain a credible fighting force.

And this year, we chose to invest in readiness, and
also in taking care of our people. And that caused us to
make sure -- they have to make sone choi ces about
noder ni zation for, you know, for the longer term But

those are choices that | think wwth a higher top line in
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the future, we can certainly recover from

Senat or Budd: Thank you, M. Secretary. | want to
cut in. Now, you nentioned that it is required by |aw
That is actually section 222(a) of Title 10. And | would
just like to point out that it requires rank
prioritization, and that was not ranked with priority.

And the letter that this conmttee received further
states that he, neaning you, M. Secretary, has determ ned
It is not necessary to fund these progranms in Fiscal Year
2025 to execute the defense strategy at an acceptable | evel
of risk.

So, ny question you with Secretary is what is an
acceptable level of risk to you as described in this
letter?

Secretary Austin: Well, you know, and as you may have
heard ne say earlier, Senator, we go through great pains to
| i nk our budget request directly to our strategy.

And so, we are confident that we can execute the
strategy with the things that we have asked for, even
t hough we have had to make sone tough choi ces because of.

You know, a top line has been nandated. So, again,
think we have every ability to execute the strategy.
Certainly, in the out years we are going to need an
increase in top line. And we certainly would appreciate

Congress's support in that endeavor.
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Senat or Budd: Thank you, Secretary. General Brown,
agai n, thank you for being here. Wuld you agree that
ships, aircraft, munitions formthe basis of mlitary
capacity, capability?

General Brown: Well, Senator, thanks for the
question. | think there is two parts that, yes, that
capability is inportant, but it is just as inportant to
have our service nenbers.

Senat or Budd: Thank you for --

General Brown: Every one of those is defense.

Senat or Budd: Thank you for including them |
appreciate that. So here is what is concerning ne about
that first part, ships, aircraft, nmunitions, of course, in
addition to our all-inportant service nenbers.

| ama little bit confused because the budget request
si mul t aneousl y di vests ships and aircraft while making
smal | er than expected buys of newer platforns. And anot her
concern is that it |leaves slack in the production |ines of
critical munitions. So, if | had to take our best aviator,
and perhaps General, you are one of those.

And we had to put them up agai nst our adversaries'
best aviators, | would take our guys, our nen and wonen, 10
out of 10 tinmes. But at sone point, any conflict becones a
nunbers ganme. |t becones about nass.

So, if China were to decide to invade Tai wan next year
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I nstead of 2027 or 2035, are you concerned, General, at al
that we are | eaving ourselves wth a nmassive capacity gap?
General Brown: Senator, one of the things |I focus on
as a chairman and as a warfighter is to be ready at all
tinmes, no matter what because you can't predict the future,
but we have a responsibility to shape the future, and that
Is why we are here to testify on this budget. It is also
t he reason why, you know, for exanple, the nulti-year
procurenment that was put out in the '24 NDAA IS SO
| nportant.

And to be able to continue that with consi stent
funding in the industrial base, so we don't have that sl ack
in the system And so, getting the budgets on tine help to
decrease that slack, to increase the trust and bring down
the cost, and to keep it in the hands of our warfighters
much faster than we do today.

Senat or Budd: Thank you, General. Just briefly, the
commttee heard -- and you and | have tal ked about the F-
15, the Strike Eagle. The conmttee heard fromthe
Conmmander of | NDOPACOM that there is a role for Strike
Eagles in the scenario i n | NDOPACOM

Now t he head of NORTHCOM told this commttee just
recently, in many ways that the F-15 Strike Eagle is
unmat ched air to ground, and in many ways it is unmatched

air toair. It is a phenonenal -- it has a phenonenal
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radar that can pick out |ow, slow noving, and al so | ow
radar cross-sections such as drones or other threats |ike
cruise mssiles. Do you agree with their assessnents,
Gener al ?

General Brown: The F-15 Strike Eagle is a very
capable platform | would agree.

Senator Budd: M. Chairman, thank you. | keep
hi ghl i ghting these issues, M. Chairnan, because the Ar
Force plans to divest 26 of these Strike Eagles, at the
sane tinme buying | ess than expected F-15 EXs and F- 35s.

Meanwhile, China is rapidly expanding their air force.
So, | am seriously concerned about the growi ng fighter gap.
Thank you for the additional tine. And thank you,
gentl enmen, for being here.

Chai rman Reed: Thank you, Senator Budd. Senator
Kelly. And we are in a vote, so if you would adhere to
five mnutes, it would be nuch appreci at ed.

Senator Kelly: | will. Senator Budd, fantastic
question. | amgoing to have sone foll owons to your
guestion with General Brown.

So, General, on the nunitions, so the war in UKraine
has exposed real concerns about our industrial base. And
even during this limted conflict, that is an air conflict,
i ndustry is struggling to produce the nunber of munitions

that we need even to repl enish our stores.
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And if we had a conflict with a peer adversary, we
woul d expend nunitions at -- possibly at a higher rate than
we are seeing wth Wkraine -- in a higher rate than they
m ght be able to be repl aced.

So, it is clear that nore needs to be done to prepare
our defense industrial base for a possible future conflict.
CGeneral, |ast year, | asked your predecessor about the
| nportance and i npact of nulti-year procurenent on
repl eni shing our nunitions stockpiles.

So, General, how have the nulti-year procurenents that
we passed out of this commttee inpacted our mnunitions
stores to date?

General Brown: Well, they will have an inpact. The
chal l enges that cane -- the NDAA in '24 gave us the nulti-
year procurenent. W didn't get a budget for '24 until 170
days in. But | do see the opportunity going forward and
the future of how nulti-year procurenent will assist us
first to create a concept denonstrable to industry.

So, industry then can get facilities, get a workforce.
G ves us sone consistency, which builds trust, which brings
down costs. And then there is a steady stream of
munitions. And these are the things we need to work on,
you know, in addition to get the budget on tine. Al those
together are going to hel p us increase our stocks.

Last thing I would add to that, you know, the
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suppl enental that has been tal ked about several tines
today, that doesn't only help our partners in Ukraine, it
hel ps to build out a defense industrial base that will help
us in the future to make sure we have the capacity
anmunition that we will require for any future contingency.

Senator Kelly: Ckay. So, beyond what you j ust
mentioned in the supplenmental, is there anything else we
coul d be doing to nake sure we have the right types and
quantity of munitions going forward?

General Brown: Well, you know, | guess the other
piece that | would talk to you about is having gone out to
visit sone of our industry partners just recently, one of
t hi ngs we tal ked about is the workforce.

And, you know, that can be a long lead item to nmake
sure we have the engineers, the skilled workforce to bring
in that capability. And that is why consistent funding and
all that, so you can actually -- you know, once they have
t hat workforce, they can maintain that workforce, to
continue to nove forward as well.

Senator Kelly: Al right. WlIlIl, thank you. Separate
subj ect, drones, the drone problem Incursions on mlitary
i nstall ati ons have gone up and is a real threat to our
Nati onal Security. | think sonme of it is, you know,
hobbyi sts, but there are also foreign actors that are

certainly involved here.
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I n Decenber, we saw a | arge nunber of drone incidents
at Langley. W still don't know who was behind those. W
had an F-16 about a year and a half ago in the Barry
CGol dwat er range strike a drone. Not a |ot of damage to the
F- 16.

If it would have went down, the intake, General, as we
bot h know, that could have been catastrophic for that
ai rpl ane and possibly the crew nenber on board if he
couldn't get out. And we see consistent incursions around
sensitive Governnent facilities.

So, General, you know, why are the current drone
detection and defeat systens that we currently have, why
are they failing? And could you maybe go into why we need
to continue to -- why we continue to field these outdated
measur es?

General Brown: Senator, one of the things we have to
continue to work on is to continue to understand the
t echnol ogi es noving forward and then nove at the sane pace,
as it was highlighted. W do have to nove faster.

| f you go back to what happened in Decenber, one of
the things | did as a chairman was establish a cross-
functional teamthat wasn't just fromthe mlitary, but
also with the interagency, to work together on this
particul ar probl em set.

Because it is a conbination of factors. It is not
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only the detection, but it is the defensive systens that
you use and how those may inpact aviation and ot her areas.
And so, it is an area that we collectively have to conti nue
to work on, not only here in defense here, in the United
States, but also in our forward | ocations where we have
many of our service nenbers depl oyed.

Senator Kelly: GCkay. Wll, we are prepared to work
with you on that to nake sure we have the right technol ogy
nmoving forward that we could do nore to solve this problem
So, thank you, CGeneral. Thank you, M. Chairman. Ri ght on
tinme. .

Chai rman Reed: Thank you. R ght on tinme, Senator
Kelly. L.D., you crossed it. Senator Schmtt, we are
trying to adhere to five m nutes because of the votes.

Senator Schmtt: Ckay. That is what happens when you
are last, right, on this dais.

Chai rman Reed: Yes, sir.

Senator Schmtt: Thank you, M. Chairman. Secretary
Austin, the United States has appropriated $112 billion
previously for Wkraine aid. $60 billion in the
suppl enental that is being considered. Based on this
budget, am | to assune then that as of Septenber 30th,
there will be no nore Wkraine aid fromthe United States?

Secretary Austin: This request takes us out through

the end of nonth Septenber.

Senator Schmtt: Right. But there is no noney, so
there -- | can only be left to assune one of three things.
One is the war is over, two or B, the United States won't
be all ocating any nore dollars, or C, that this is a
di shonest request.

So, | guess the question is, are we going to -- it is
not in this, but we are going to get another suppl enental
because nenbers of this commttee had been told there could
be anot her request for $100 billion.

So, | guess | amjust trying to understand the
totality of the request of the Anerican people for this war
t hat does not seemto be represented in this request.

Secretary Austin: Well, | assure you that the request
I s not dishonest, Senator. It is based upon, for this
Fi scal Year, what we see Ukraine needs and our ability to
provi de security assistance and repl enish our stocks. And
again, this is not -- this goes through our industrial --

Senator Schmtt: | understand the argunment, but |
woul d al so nake the argunent that the weapons that are
bei ng procured for Ukraine aren't necessarily the weapons
that our industrial base would produce to defend the United
States, or even in the Indo-Pacific. Those are nore |ong
range fires. That is really not what Ukrai ne needs.

And so, with an industrial base that does not have the

capacity to do all of these things, we are making deci sions
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about what is produced and what is sold, and those may not
be in the interest of the United States. | nean, do you
under stand t he point?

Secretary Austin: | do, Senator. And | think you are
right. | think, you know, there are nunitions that we w ||
need for a peer conpetitor fight that we are not using in
Ukrai ne right now. But having said that, Ukraine needs air
def ense capabilities, weapons systens and interceptors. It
needs artillery munitions.

And of course, our industrial base produces all of
that, and we have worked to expand our capacity in our

I ndustrial base to produce anti-tank weapons systens, you

know - -

Senator Schmtt: | appreciate the point. | don't
mean to cut you off. | just, as you have heard, | have
limted time. | just want to get through a couple nore

questions. So, what does victory | ook |ike for Ukraine?
How do you define victory?

Secretary Austin: You may have heard ne say this
earlier, Senator, but we have said fromthe very begi nni ng
that what we want to see is a WUkraine that is a denocratic
country, that has -- that is independent and has the
ability to protect its sovereign territory, to defend its
sovereign territory, and to deter aggression.

Senator Schmtt: Does that nean Crinea is part of
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Ukr ai ne?

Secretary Austin: Crinea is a part of Ukraine.

Senator Schmtt: Wll, okay. Right. But in order
for the war to be over, doe Ukraine have to control Crinea?

Secretary Austin: In terns of how things transition,
goi ng forward, you know, | would not, want to predict what
Presi dent Zel ensky wi |l deci de.

Senator Schmtt: | think part of the problem wth
all due respect, is that this Adm nistration has not
articul ated what an exit strategy is. To ne, this is a
bl ank check for a war that, w thout any clearly defined
goals, wll be endl ess.

And that is -- so the skepticismanong -- | didn't
vote for the supplenental because | don't think that we
have -- we don't have adequate controls on how the noney is
bei ng spent. Victory hasn't been defined.

So, for Anerica's interests, | understand Anerica's
I nterest, we are continuing to head down this road, and now
we are getting a budget request that doesn't -- isn't
reflective of the Adm nistration's, for however long it
t akes, statenent.

So that is part of the objection. | guess one of the
I ssues, too, is and | want to nmake sure | amclear, is it
the Adm nistration's position that Ukraine should be

admtted i nto NATO?
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Secretary Austin: It is NATO position overall that --

Senator Schmtt: No, the United States of Ameri ca.
What is the Adm nistration's position on Ukraine's
adm ssion to NATO?

Secretary Austin: | think you have heard the
Presi dent say that -- and of course, NATO has an open door
policy. So, all of the countries have worked towards --

Senator Schmtt: | amreally not trying to put you in
a weird spot. | just heard Secretary Blinken say, or naybe
It was a mstranslation, so | amjust looking for clarity.
If it is the position of the United States of Anerica that
Ukr ai ne should be admtted i nto NATO?

Secretary Austin: WAs that question as to whether or
not they should be admtted right now or in the future?

Senator Schmtt: Either, or.

Secretary Austin: Well, right now they are in a war,
Senator --

Senator Schmtt: Right, so that would be a disastrous
result because we would go to war. Right. But let's say
the war ends tonorrow, or Septenber 30th based on this
budget -- in Septenber 30th. Is it the position of this
Adm ni stration that Ukraine should be admtted into NATO?

Secretary Austin: It is unlikely that the war w |
end on Septenber 30th, but again, it is the goal of the

alliance to bring Ukraine into the alliance at sone point
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in the future

Senator Schmtt: Al right. Thank you, M. Chairman.
| amout of time. Thank you.

Chai rman Reed: Thank you, Senator. Senator
Duckwort h, pl ease.

Senat or Duckworth: Thank you, M. Chairman. Let ne
just say that a free, independent, denocratic Ukraine that
can defend itself is in Arerica's national interest.

And in fact, should Russia overrun WUkraine, it wll
not stop with Ukraine and then Article V of NATOw Il be
I nvoked, bringing U S. troops. So, this is about keeping
U S troops out of a war in Europe. Good norning to our
Wi t nesses.

Secretary Austin, | want to applaud your engagenent in
the Indo-Pacific. Your nine official visits to the region
underscores the United States deep commtnent to our allies
and partners.

And it is so inportant that the Departnent of Defense
continues to nake the region a priority for investnents,

i ncluding in Guam Hawaii, and addressing contested
| ogi stics in the region.

Next nmonth, | amleading a CODAL with ny col |l eague,
Senator Sullivan, to the Shangri-La dial ogs, where we w ||
engage with our partners on a range of National Security

| ssues. Secretary Austin, | have |ong been an advocate for
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strengthening our ml to m| partnerships in Sout heast
Asi a.

What investnents do you plan to nake in the Fiscal
Year 2025 DCOD budget to inplenent the U S., ASEAN
Conprehensi ve Strategic Partnership, and how can Congress
hel p you in that effort?

Secretary Austin: By the way, | will see you at the
at the dialog. As you know, the Secretary of -- the U S
Secretary of Defense has supported that every year. And
again, | think we have nade great progress in strengthening
our relationships with partners in the region.

In ternms of ASEAN, we have continued to devel op our
rel ati onshi ps with ASEAN nenbers. Every year we attend the
defense mnisterial nmeeting nenbers plus. And so, | think
we have gained a lot of ground in reassuring partners in
the region. W also recognize the primcy of ASEAN.

And again, | think, relationships are as strong as
t hey have ever been based upon the continued efforts of not
only the Departnent, but |eaders |ike yourself who continue
to go out to the Indo-Pacific.

And | suspect you have nore than ny nine visits to the
| ndo- Paci fic since you have been in office. So, thank you
for everything that you are doing.

Senat or Duckworth: Thank you, M. Secretary. | have

di scussed the need to inprove DOD s nedi cal readiness in
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the Indo-Pacific with every service chief and Conbat ant
Conmmander who cones before this comm ttee.

It is our collective responsibility to ensure that the
DOD has adequate mlitary treatnment facilities for service
menbers and their famlies during peacetine and in the
event of a conflict. | would like to discuss an NDAA
proposal for Fiscal Year 2025 that is a priority for ne.

The gol den hour for saving lives will be rarely
achi evabl e due to the great distances within the |ndo-
Pacific, should there be conflict in the region. So, |
woul d |like the DOD to establish a nedical readi ness program
in the Indo-Pacific to address current gaps in DOD s
nmedi cal capacity, allowng DOD to access accredited foreign
medi cal facilities for patient care, while also creating a
medi cal readi ness strategy wthin the region.

DCOD al ready does a version of this in the Republic of
Korea, and we need to expand this concept across the region
where appropriate. And in fact, the DOD hel ped to set up,
anong others, Ajou Trauma Center, which is designed -- and
to be exactly like the San Diego Trauma Center. | net the
doctor there, Dr. Lee Cook-jong was trained by U S.
sur geons.

And in fact, that is where the Korean -- North Korean
dictator -- defector was sent in 2018 and his life was

saved because he was able to be operated on at that center.
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Secretary Austin, DOD has a limted nunber of mlitary
treatment facilities West of the International Date Line.

Do you think working with our allies and partners in
the I ndo-Pacific can help DOD i nprove its nedical
readi ness, both in peacetine, but also in the event of a
| arge scale conflict where we are not able to nmedevac
servi cenenbers back to the United States?

Secretary Austin: | do, Senator. And | agree with
you, | think Korea is a great exanple fromtal king to our
troops and famly nenbers. They really appreciate having
the ability to do what you descri be and take advantage of
existing capabilities. So, there is no doubt,
possibilities to do those types of things in other places,
and | think we should explore that.

Senat or Duckworth: Thank you. Secretary Austin, and
Under Secretary McCord, and General Brown, can you work
wth ny staff and ne to refine this proposal with a goal of
potentially establishing this nedical readi ness programin

the Fi scal Year 2025 NDAA?

Secretary Austin: W wll, Senator.
Senat or Duckworth: Thank you. | yield back, M.
Chai r man.

Senator Blunenthal: Thanks, M. Chairman. | wll be
brief. 1 want to thank you all for your service, as | am
sure ny col | eagues have, and apol ogi ze that | haven't been
here for the full hearing. | was here earlier.

| want to ask about Navy shi pbuil di ng, and
particularly submarines, and the industrial base. As you
know, the Navy's recently rel eased 45 day shi pbuil di ng
review offered a pretty sobering |ook into the future of
procurenent efforts by the Navy.

And according to this assessnent, every nmajor program
faces multiple years of delays, including the Col unbia and
Virginia class submarines, which give the Navy an essenti al
edge in undersea warfare over our conpetitors. Russia and
China are trending in the opposite direction. They are
buil ding nore. They are devel opi ng nore, and nore advanced
submari ne.

The decision to fund the production of just one
Virginia class submarine seens highly alarmng. And in
addition, it sends a signal to our key AUKUS partner that

the United States may not fulfill its commtnent to
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providing a key capability.

So, | amtroubled that this decision seens to
under m ne procurenent stability, the workforce devel opnent,
and our credibility in this area with sonme of our key
allies. So, | would, appreciate your conmments, M.
Secretary, on how we are going to correct any potenti al
| oss of capability, loss of progress in undersea warfare,
and the kind of respect fromour allies that we need to
continue in this area of undersea superiority.

Secretary Austin: Thanks, Senator. And our undersea
supremacy is indeed a strategi c advantage that no country
in the world can match, and we are going to work to keep it
t hat way.

The current issue is one of capacity, and there is a
backl og currently in terns of, industry's ability to
produce, submarines on tine. So, we could increase the
backl og, or we could choose to invest in the industri al
base to expand capacity so that they can speed production
up. And that is what we are doing.

In Fiscal Year 2023 and 2024, we requested sone $1.9
billion to invest in the submarine industrial base. In
this budget, we are asking you for a total of $4 billion.

And in addition to that, the supplenental that we have

spoken so nuch about today, includes a $3.3 billion request
to also invest in the industrial base, and that wll help

us strengthen supply lines and it will also help industry
recruit and retain the workforce that it will need to
produce these really sophisticated pl atforms.

You know, | just nmet with the CEGs of General Dynam cs
and Huntington Ingalls, and we tal ked about the chall enges
that they were facing and, you know, what we are going to
do to -- with the resources that we are providing themto
expand their capability and capacity.

So, it was a good discussion, and they are investing
sone of their own, capital to do that as well. So, in
terms of, Australia and, and the signal that it sends to
Australia, you know, | have -- | renmain in contact wwth ny
counterpart, the Australian mnister of defense, and we
have tal ked about this issue, and they get it.

And so, and by the way, Australia is investing in our
submarine industrial base as well. So, we are doing the
right things and investing in the industrial base, and
hopefully -- but that will get us on the right path in the
md to |l onger term

But increasing the backlog is probably not the right
thing to do at this point in tine. |Investing in capacity
and capability is the right thing to do, | think.

Senator Blunenthal: | respect that answer because it
recogni zes the realities of what we face. Electric boat

has hired 5,300 nore people in the next year or so -- 5,300
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skilled wel ders, pipefitters, electricians. Not just
people hired off the street.

And | know that on paper you could easily say, well,
we are going to build two submarines a year, but it
woul dn't happen. And | think that the candor and realism
are very nmuch to be respected.

My urging would be that we nake the investnent of
sufficient size to neet the reality of the chall enge,
because, as you have said so well, our undersea warfare
suprenmacy is a key capability, and | would hope the
Congress woul d support you in this effort.

Thank you. | amgoing to respect the five mnute
rul e, even though there is no one to discipline ne. And
t hank you for your testinony on behalf of the conmmttee and
adj ourn the conmttee. Thank you very nuch.

Secretary Austin: Thanks, Senator.
